\ Berlin, Dec. 11—A Geramn eemi 

official statement was given out here 
today regarding the nàval battle off 
the Falkland Islands, December 8, 
when the German cruiser squadron, 
commanded by Vice-Admiral Count 
Von a pee was defeated by a British 
squadron under Vice-Admiral Sir 
Frederick Sturdee.

The loss of the cruisers Scharn- 
horst, Gneisenau and Leipzig is. con­
ceded by the Geranms, and little hope 
In held out that the cruisers Dresden 
and Nürnberg could long evade cap­
ture. The statement reads:

• Regarding the naval battle off the 
Falkland Islands, it transpires that 
our cruiser squadron, soon after the 
battle with Sir Christopher Cradock's 
ships off Coronel, put into the harbor 
of Santiago De Chile, and left there 
a/ter a stay of less than twenty-four 
hours for an unknown destination. It 
is assumed that the squadron steamed 
southward to seek thé British battle­
ship Canopus and the light cruiser 
Glasgow.

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Included in Invitation to Bien­
nial1 Peace Congress— In­
creased Armament for U, S. 
Denounced, 1

Washington, Dec. 11—All nations, 
including the warring powers of Eur­
ope, will be Invited to participate In 
the Biennial Peace Congress of the 
American Peace Society. The direc­
tors of the society, meeting here to­
day, determined, after considerable 
discussion, to proceed with Its plans 
for the Congress, and to extend the In­
vitations to delegates of the countries 
of the world, -without reference to the 
great war now in progress.

A resolution offered by Representa­
tive Slayden, of Texas, and unanimous­
ly adopted by the board, denounced 
agitation In favor of strengthening the 
military and naval establishments of
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"In view of the superiority of the 
enemy’s fleet which consists particu­
larly of big, fast, well-armed ships, 
there seems little chance that our 
two crdisers can long evâde pursuit. 
We must therefore, also reckon the 
loss’of both these ships.

"It Is hardly to be expected from 
British sources’ that accurate Infor­
mation will be given of the course of 
the conflict or of the composition of 
the British squadron.

"It should not be forgotten that our 
squadron was four months on'tbe high 
seas, and that without being able to 
make use of cablegram 
means of Information, 
and dealt a heavy blow to the ene­
my’s fleet. No protected harbor was 
at -the disposal of our ships for most 
necessary repairs. And there was no 
dock for the cleaning of their keels.

“They succeeded, nevertheless, In 
getting supplies of provisions and 
coal for tour months without falling 
into the enemy's hands.”

The British official statement an­
nouncing that the German cruiser 
Nqrnberg also had been sunk on De­
cember 8. apparently had not been 
made public In Berlin when the fore­
going semi-official statement was Is­
sued.
