Paris, May 9.—The official communi-
cation issued by the war office tonight
reads:

“In Champagne our artillery shelled
the trenches and batteries of the Ger-

“On the left bank of the Meuse the
bombardment was legs intense. In the
course of the day an enemy attack
against a trench west of Hill 304 was
stopped short by our curtain of fire,
and was not able to debouch.

“Latest reports show that in the
night of May 8-9 the Germans launched

wood to the west. All these attacks,
broken by our fire, cost the adwrsary
wvery serious losses.

Berlin, May 9.-—The text of the Ger-
man official statement is as follows:

“In connection with our successes at
Hill 304 we took, south of Termiten
Hill, to the south of Harcourt, several
trenches by storm. Attempts by the
enemy to recapture with strong froces
the ternain lost on Hill 304 failed. The
enemy’s losses were heavy.

“Other attacks by the French on the
east bank of the Meuse, in the district
of Thiaumont Farm, were equally un-
successful. The number of French
taken prisoner there increased to three
officers and 375 men, besides sixteen
wounded. Nine machine guns also
were taken.

“Omn other parts of the western front
there were only a few patrol enter-
prises which proved successful for the
Germans.”

The Italians have lost 3,000 officers
gince the beginning of the war, ac-
conding to private statistics compiled
in Germany. This includes killed,
wounded or missing., Of these officers
five were generals, §2 colonels, 104
gmajors and 544 captains.

Germans Abandon Attacks After
Crushing Losses.

Petrograd, via London, May 9.—The
following official communication was
issued today:

“The Germans have again bombard-
ed the lkskull bridgehead. On the
Dvina, near Jacobstadt, our artillery
dispersed enemy working parties.

“Caucasus front: In the direction of
Erzingan, during the course of the day,
the Turks made stubborn but unsuc-
cessful attacks against our positions.
Having suffered crushing losses the
enemy, toward evening, abandoned the
offensive,

“Pn the direction of Diarbar we dis-
lodged the Turks from the chain of
mountains extending south of the re-
glon of Mush.

“In the direction of Bagdad, after
dislodgifig the enemy from fortified po-
sitions, we threw them back westward
and captured, in the course of the pur-
suit, another field gun.”

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MARRIED MEN FIT

RUSSIANS NOW ON WESTERN
FRONT ONLY HARBINGERS OF
LARGER FORCES YET 10 COME

Their Voyage a Record in Military Transport History, 'in
Point of Distance and Route—Two Attempts Made by
Germans to Attack the Transports but Both Were Frus-
h\rted—Arrived in France Totally Unequipped.

Marseilles, Tuesday, April 25—(Cor-
respondence)—The second instalment
of the Russian contingent for France
landed here today, after a land sea
journey of approximately 17,5600 miles,
from Moscow to Pgt Dalny, Man-
churia, overland, and thence by water
iransport.
The total number of Russian troops
now landed, supplied with French
rifles, and being prepared for service
at the front, is estimated at something
under 10,000,
(Since the foregoing was written
three additional contingents of Rifs
sians have landed at Marseilles. On
the basis of the size of the firgt two
contingents, something like 25,000 Rus-
slans are now in camp or in the field
on the western front.)
The voyage of the Russlans consti-
tutes a record in military transport
history, for distance and diversity of
route. The soldiers were conoentrated
in Moscow under the supervision ot
Gen, Lochwitzky, who landed with the
first contingent last Thursday, and at
Moscow entrained for carriage by the
trans-Siberian railroad across nearly
7,600 miles of country to ort Danly,
near ort Arthur, thence they were to
start on a sea journey of about 10,000
mdles. The Russiabs voyaged along
the coasts of half of the eastern world,
the route being from Danly along the
Corean shore, then through the Yel-
low and Chinese seas, passing Shang-
hai and Hong Kong, and then reach-
ing Singapore, where the transports
entered the India Ocean by the Straits
of Malsca. Here they got a glimpse of
Southern India at Ceylon, and so made
their way hy Aden and the Red Sea to
the Seuz Canal and Port Said.

The sending of the contingent was,
in all probability, perfectly well known

to the German authorities. Indeed it
is practically certain, since, as the
Russian general commanding the con-
tingent, Gen. Lochwitzky, told the As

sociated Press correspondent two at-|
tempts werc made by the Germans to|
attack the transports while on their!
