“Every officer and every man in the
battalicn had a home and numerous
friends and he fared only second to
what he would had he been at his
real Canadian home. Hardly a man
or officer but whom carried a bundle
of food, the gift of these kind Bel-
giums, they themselves with none too
much, either,

“The crowd was so dense that the
column had to push its way through.
As the battalion marched off to the
tune-of “Good Bye,” the people simply
waved; they so regretted the depar-
ture of these boys that they seemed
hradiy in the mood for cheering. Most
of the familles had made the occa-
sion a holiday, and even when the
irain passed through the town on the
way to the base, two hours later, the
crowds were still at the station and
along the nearby streets waiting for
the last look at the boys.

“The battalion will arrive in Eng-
land on the 10th of this month, and it
is expected that it will reach St. John
about May 15th or possibly a few days
before.”

New Brunswick

School Teachers

Keen Interest Being Taken in
Movement to Organize
Teachers Throughout the

Province — First Union

Although St. John school teachers
are nominally better paid than the
teachers in other parts of the province
the high cost of living here is not
conducive to any large measure of con-
tentment, and they are taking a keen
interest in the movement to organize
the teachers throughout the province
The N. B. Teachers’ Assoclation is ex-
pected to take.in all classes of teach-
er nd organization meetings are now
being held in various towns. The
teachers evidently are determined to
have their demands for increased sal-
aries considered before Premier Fos-
ter's commission to investigate ha¥
time to makeé a report.

The first teachers’ union in New
Branswick was formed in Albert Coun-
ty in 1902. The membership fee was
25 cents., Their demands at that time
were as follows:

1st class malesfi $275 per year.

2nd class males, $200 per year.

1st class females, $150 per year.

2nd class females, $130 per year.

In December, 1903, the Albert Coun-
ty organization had become province
wide, and soon made its influence felt.
Its demands upon the government for
improvement in grants and a pension
system, etc., made in 1906, resulted in
much better conditions for teachers.
Pleased with their success the teachs
ers allowed their organization to lapse,
and it was only last year that the as-
sociation was revived without, how-
ever, including second and third class
teachers. Now it is intended to or-
ganize all the teachers, and make a
united effort to secure wages adequate
to the cost of living.

commenced at the Dominion Experi.!
mental Farm near Burton., Seven or
eight returned soldiers have signified
.their {intention of taking the course.
After twelve weeks' instruction there
the soldiers are expected to acquire
further experience by working with
farmera,

Many of the applicants are young
men who have already had cousider-
able experience working on farms, and
these will'not have to take the in-
structional courses unless they elect
to do so. Most of the applicants are
seeking improved farms, but some pro-
pose to take up Crown Land settle-
ments, and carve a home in the wilder-
ness. A number of applications have
been received from soldiers still serv-
ing in England and Germany, the gov-
ernment having taken measures to
make known to soldiers the various
features of the farm settlement
scheme.. While the applications re-
ceived so far have been practically
all from natives of the provines, a
few British soldiers are making en-
quiries.as to the farming possibilities
under the scheme in this province.

Any soldier who has served in the
Allied armies may take advantage of
the scheme to acquire a home on a
Canadian farm.
