Robert R Allan,

Robert Rudman Allan, at one time a
prominent resident of this city, died Wed-
nesday at his residence, 133 Prince street,
Carleton. He was a son of the late Thos.
G. Allan, of the firm of Harris & Allan,
pioneers in the iron business in New
Brunswick. Theirs was the first foundry
of any note in the province. Robert R.
Allan was born in this city on January 24,
1831. He learned his trade with his father
and afterwards started business in Water
street. In 1861 he formed a partnership
with his brother, the late Thomas G. Al-
lan, and they purchased the foundry busi-
ness carried on in Carleton by E. B. Rich
& Co. and established the firm of Allan
Bros., who at one time did an extensive
business all over the maritime provinces.

For some yenrs Mr. Allan had not_been
in active business, having had poor health.
Mr. Allan, who for & long time had been
a resident of the West side, was promi-
nently identitied during the earlier years
of his life with the social and business af-
fairs of his native city. He held a cap-
tain’s commission in the old N. B. Rang-
ers, and afterwards in local militia. For
thres years he represented Guys ward as
councillor and alwaye took a very interest
in political matters, ‘being an ardent Lib-
eral.

He waz g Preshyterian and at one time

a prominent adherent of the Carleton
Presbyterian church. His first wife was
Miss Anna Smith, daughter of Deacon
John Smith, of this city. They had six
children, all living: . Kate, wife of W. A.
Quinton, ex-M. P. P.; Thomas A., of the
west side; Morton S., foreman of the rail-
way shops at McAdam; Clarence B., doing
business in Water street; Harris B., of
Josenhaus & Allan, architects, Seattle, and
Bertha, wife of W. B. Vanwart, Seattle.
In 1875 Mr. Allan married Mrs. Jane
Shaw, daughter of 8. R. Caldwell, of Hal-
ifax. Mrs. Allan survives her husband.
Ada, wife of F. W. Daniel, of Chicago, is
a stepdaughter. Mr. Allan is the last of
three brothers, his younger brother Har-
ris having died a few yearsiago. Of a
kindly, sympathetic disposition, Mr. Allan
will 'be remembered by many as a man
always willing to do what he could to help
a friend and advance the interests of his
native city. He was connected with the
Masonic fraternity in Carleton Union
Lodge, but for a number of years has not
been in active membership.

PUBITY 1N ELECTIONS,

The St. Andrews Beacon Makes a
Plea for New Conditions.

The correspondence that recently passed
between the leaders of the two political
parties in Sts John, relative to the use
of money in elections, accentuates 'a de-
plorable feature of our electoral system
and one that has assumed mosat startling
proportions. Conceal it as we may, there
is no denying the fact that, despite all the
pains and penalties that the law provides
for bribery in elections, this form of cor-
ruption is on thes increase. One party is
just as much to blame as the other in this
respect. To such an extent has the evil
grown that unless a man has thousands of
dollars in his pcckets or at his dispesal,
his country must be deprived of his ser-
vices, no matter how well qualified as a
representative he may be or how sincerely
desirous he may be to advance his coun-
try's interests. It is the size of the “bar-
ral” that counts most now-a-days and not

the quality of the man. The man withoat
means may by accident jof circumstances
secure a candidature, but the “sinews eof
war” must be found ‘for' him and in o
many cases it is with-the
independence or self-respect. This sould
not be. There ought to be a remedy for
this state of affairs; but where is this
remedy to be found and by whom is ib
to be applied? Stringent laws evidently
cannot provide the remedy, since a way
can generally be found to evade the laws.
To our mind, there is only one way to pro-
vide a remedy, and that is by the respon-
sible men of the two political parties. IE
they will compact together to spend no
more money than the legitimate éxpenses
of the candidates, and if this compact iy
rigidly adhered to, the evil is cured. But,
unfortunately, neither party is disposéd
to trust the other in a matter of this
kind, and so the corruption goes on. while
even the men who are guilty of it deplore
it. We would like to see an- honest at-
tempt made in some constituency to rum
an election without money or without the
exercise of other corrupt influenees. Per-
haps Charlotte county will be able o af<
ford suchsan example when the next eldc-
tion s around. Let us hope that elie
may ASt.
