The Execution of a Murderer.
Bostox, March 21.
MCELHANEY'S LAST HOURS.

The condemned man passed a very

comfortable night, and slept from half-
past ten o'clock till five o'clock this
morning. His spirtual advisers, Rev.
Messrs. Upham and Cook, remained in a
cell adjoining that of McElhaney during
‘| thie night, and previous to his retiring
spent several hours ‘with him  in prayer
and reli¥ious consolation. . McElhaney
whs alfowed the liberty of his cell, which
remained unfastened, though watched by
officers who were assigned to that daty,
and were stationed in the guard room.
Immediately upon awakening this morn-
ing McElhaney visited his spiritual advi-
sers, and after a hearty ‘‘Good morning,”
remarked, It is a bright'and beautiful
morning, but the last I shall spend upon
earth.” He was trexcellent spirits, and
expressed a desire to hold communion
with the Infinite Being before whom he
was to be summoned in a few short
hours.

Prayers were then offered up for the
unfortunate man, and McElhany gave as-
surance that he was prepared to meet the
great change awaiting himywith fortitude,
trusting in his Heavenly Father for for-
giveness for the crime which he had com-
mitted. About six o’clock he expressed
a desire to dress for the execution;
and his clotheg being brouglit to him he
donned a new black dress suit. Between
this time and half-past eight o'clock he
remained in conversation with Revs. Mr.
Upham and Mr. Scott, and a few minutes
later the three proceeded to the private
parlors of the Sheriff, where they were
joined by the Rev. Mr. Ray, Uncle Cook
and one or two other ¢lergymeén.

In these apartments 8 communion ser-
vice was held, and upwa of an ‘hour
was spentin prayer,and religious exer-
cises, in which the condemned took part,
and by his earnést pléadings for Divine
mercy, his calm and hopeful demcanor,
showed that his appealhad: been :heard,
‘and: that he was prepared to pass through
the trying ordeal with the consciousness
that in the world beyond he should be
forgiven.

The opportunity of being with his re-
ligious counsellors, who have faithfully
and earnestly interested themsclves in
McElhaney’s behalf, was appreciated. by
him, as'it gave him an opporfunity to ex-
press his views to his friends, without
the gaze of a larger number of people
whose attention would have been directed
toward him had the services taken place
in the guard room.

. LAST RELIGIOUS SERVICES.

*At 10.25 the witnesses and reporters
were invited into the parlor of the prison
to witness the closing religious cremonies
by the spiritual advisers of the doomed
man. McElhaney sat at the farther end
of the room, with Rev. Messrs. Ray and
Séott.on one side, and Rev. Mr. Upham
and ‘“Uncle Cook” on the other. There
were traces of tears and secret suffering
on the prisoner’s face, but he was quite
calm. He shook hands cordially with
Senators Morse and Potter, and at this
t point he trembled perceptibly. When the
i

¥

visitors: were all-in, the services were

commenged by singing “ Jesus, Lover of
{ My Soul,” in whiéh all joined, McEthaney
; leaning back in his chair and singing fer-
. vently. Rev. Mr. Ray then read a selec-
« tion from the New Testament beginning
with the comforting words, ‘‘Come unto
me @il ye that labor”

The prisoner then kneeled about the
table with the clergymen, while Rev. Mr.
Upham read a suitable prayer from the
prayer-book. MeElhaney rested his head
upon the table during this observance,
and at its close partook in eompany with
his advisers - of the bread and the wind.
The hymn, “Just as I am, without one
plea,” followed, and- the services were
tinished by a fedvedt prayer from Rev.
Dr. Scott. "The “visitors then'went back
to the guard room.

In all their intercourse with McElhaney
the clergymen say that he exhibited deep
penitence for his fearful crime, and that
the resignation avhich he manifested was
wonderful, even surprising those who had
labored so earnestly in his behalf.

THE EXECT'TION.

The religious services in the parlors
lasted but a few minutes and the gentle-

2n who witnessed them returned to the
guard room and awaited for about half an
hour in painful expectation the appear-
ance of the doomed man. McElhaney
remained in the parlor with the clergy-
men before mentioned and maintained a
calmness of manner which was traly
wonderfal. He shook hands warmly

~ with Senators Potter and Morse as they
left him with the other gentlemen who
witnessed the religious exercises, and
thanked theém for their efforts to save
his life. At eleven o'clock Sheriff Clark
made his appearance in the passage-
leading from the parlor to the guard
room. Following him was Deputy
Sheriff Bailey and immediately after him
McElhaney, accompanied by Rev. Mr.
' Upham. His arms were pinioned in front
¢ with a strap which passed several times
around his body. He was dressed in a
black suit throughout, with black cloth
i gaiters and white shirt. His collar and
' neck tie had been removed in the parlor.
He mounted the steps leading to the
' scaffold with a firm tread, and showed no
| evidences of fear or weakness. His
face was not even pale, although he has
allowed his whiskers to grow. and they
would - conceal evidences of emotion
. otherwise apparent.

He took his seat in a chair placed upon
the drop. Sheriff Clark stood in front
over the spring of the drop, Deputy
Sheriff Bailey at McElhaney’s left,Deputy
Harum Merrill at his right, and Deputy
Martin, Jailor Bradley and Rev. Mr. Up-
ham behind him. Sheriff Clark then pro-
ceeded to read the death warrant and the
respite, which he did in a calm manner,
and so that all in the room could hear it.
| In the meantime Jailor Bradley put ad-
ditional straps around the condemncd
man’s ankles and just above his knees,
pinioning his limbs closely.

The noose was also placed loosecly
around his neck, but was taken off and
remained off until the reading was finished.
Rev. Mr. Upham then stepped to the
front of the scaffold and offered a short
but fervent prayer. In the meantime the
noose had been adjusted about the prison-
er’s neck and the black cap drawn over
his head, shutting ont from him forever
the light-ef day in this world.

When the prayer was ended McElhaney
was told to arise from his chair, and did
so promptly and stood upon the drop a
few seconds, while Sheriff Clark, in a
clear voice, announced that the time had
come to execute the sentence of the law,
adding the usual words, ‘“ And may the
Almighty in his infinite goodness have
mercy on your soul.” He had just utter-
ed the last word when he pressed his foot
upon the spring in the centre of the front
of the scaffold, and the trap door fell with
a clang, and the body of the doomed man
. ghot quickly down to beneath the scaffold
and within two and a half feet of the fioor
of the guard room. The drop fell at
eleven minutes past eleven, and for about
eight minutes there were the usual mus-
cular contractions and attelpts to draw
up the knees, although his limbs were so
strongly bound that very little movement
was noticeable.  The nnosoz’fglippvd 80
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that the knot was directly at the back of
the neck. After he had hung tenminutes
all movement.ceased, and it was evident
that life was extinet.

At half-past eleven o’clock Sheriff Clark
came down from the seaffold, and Dr.
Winslow Lewis, Dr. J.” 8. Jones, Dr.
Saunders, Dr. David Thayerand Dr. Me-
Collem, Assistant City Physician, exam-
ined the body, feeling for the pulse and
listening for the beating of the heart, but
it had entirely ceased, and his life had
been given up to the majesty of the law.

AFTER THE- EXECUTION.

Agreeable to the Sheriff’s request the
spectators remained perfectly still until
nearly a quarter of an hour had elapsed,
when they were requested to pass out
quietly. The body was allowed to remain
hanging for forty-four minutes, when it
was lowered and laid upon a stretcher,
the black cap being kept upon the face
The medical examination revealed the
fact that the neck was dislocated by the
fall, and the physicians concurred in the
belief that insensibility was produced by
the first shock. Theré could have been,
therefore, little suffering, for which Sherin
Clark uttered a fervent ‘Thank God!” as
he heard it. -

DISPOSAL OF THE BODY.

According to previous arrangement the
remains of McElhaney wng sent imme-
diately to his friends in East Cambridge,
who have it now out of the care and cus-
tody of the State.

The Shortest Route Between Canada
and Europe—A New Pathway Be=
tween England and India.

OT1TAWA, March 20.
Yesterday Mr. Cartwright moved for a
select-eammittee to consider the best and
most direct route for mails and passen-
gers between this Dominion and Europe.

He said that the project which he was

about to submit might be considered very

far-fetched, and it might continue to be
thought so until it was further investi-
gated. He knew well how Government
was saddled with railways, and that with
her.present service enlargements she was
not likely to urge the adeption of others,
but he thought that the Dominion was in-
terested in this matter. With respect to
the Iatcrcolemial Railway whatever ad-
vantages it might possess, unless it had
other traffic than that from local sources
it would be a serious burden on the
country; should the project he suggested
be carried out, it might he thought, at
least, be made to pay its way, as it would
farnish the best and most dircct route to

Europe. : The Shippegan route, to which

he referted, had been recommended by

Mr. Fleming, his report upon it being to

be found in appendix. Of course it was

not his intention to go into a minute dis-
cussion of its advantages, but to some of
tkem it nﬂgm»be well for him to allude.

The HouSe Wouild.be aware that the City

of St.John’s was the most extreme point

of the continént, and Vilentia, Ireland,

was the most westetly point of Europe,
the total distance between these points

‘being little moge than half way between

New York and Europc by the ordimary
routes.: Here were prima facie advantages
of his proposition which seemed to war-
rant great exertions and an: expenditure
which, at first sight, might seem to be al-
together disportionate. Accordingto the
report. of Mr. Fleéming which he had
taken pains o verify,the present distance
betweén London and Valentia was six-
teen hours, and between Valentia and
Cape Race, ‘Sixteen hundred statute, or
fourteen hundred nautical miles—a dis-
tancé which might be thought easily ac-
complished in & handred hours, making
the whole distance a hundred and sixteen
hours from Cape Race (N. F.) A railway
to -St. George’s ‘Harbor could be con-
structed which could be traversed in six-
teen hours mgre; henee, hy a short dis-
tance fo & pofnt of .the Intercolonial, and
in a hundred and forty hours, mail and
passengers could be then placed within
10 or 12 hours of Quebee, and 15 or 16
from Montreal. He thought that if this
roate were adopted, the ocean passage

 could be reduced a hundred hours, and

the double journey to ffom twelve to
thirteen days. There were numerous
other advantages in this route irrespec-
tive of the saving of time. This short-
ness of route would insure greater certain-
ty of speedy voyages, because it was far
easier to rely upon making a good passage
of 1,600 miles. than upon one of 3,000.
He might venture to assure the House
that the scheme was practicable, and
there was only one link now missing,
viz., the railway across Newfoundland,
from 200 to 250 miles long across the
country, about which he did net know
very much but in which the engineering
difficulties. were not unsuperable, and
considering the peculiar circumstances
of the island comparatively slight. The
fact of the matter was that the passen-
ger trafiic had assumed such dimensions
which would most certainly in-
crease, as would fally justify the
great expenses of the uadértaking.
Any one who cared to look at the position
of England; ceuld not fiil to see that
Canada must be the keystone of any
Federation of her Colonies, how neces-
sary therefore to improve it, and bring it
in closer commection with the Mother
Country. This route would bring British
Columbia and the Pacific within ten days
of London, it would bring Japan and
China within twenty-five days, and it
would also reduce the Australian passage
to thirty days. He was not quite sure,
but he thought the length of the latter
passage was at present fifty days. ' He
believed  that if Great Britain were
again called to .fight in India the
Empire should have a safe and
speedy route to it it through British
territory which ‘it would here obtain,
and this was only one feature of the ques-
tion. He referred to the Suez Canal and
what had been said regarding it, stating
that any rouge which would shorten the
distance to India without it should have
our serious cousideration. He did not
wish ‘to enter into a longer djscussion,
maijntaining as he did that he had made
out a strong prima facie case for the road.
The Intercolonial Railroad would soon be
completed, the Pacific Railroad was on
the eve of commencement, and there
would no great time elapse before New-
foundland would bhe added to the Do-
minion. No time should be lost, and it
would be advisable if a Committee were
appointed ‘to collect the information ne-
cessary to verify the assertion which he
had made.” He. moved that Messrs.
Campbell (Inverness), Anglin, Fortier,
Young (Montreal), Young (Waterloo),
and Mackay (Cape Breton) form the
Committee to make the necessary en-
quiries. After a few remarks from Mr.
Anglin the motion was carried.

The bark Sarah M. Smath, after a long
and tempestnous passage has at last ar-
rived safe in Philadelphia from Liver-
pool.

Hickman, Esq., and others of Dor-
chester.

The bark Northern Chief which arrived
at Liverpool on the 27th ult., reports
having been in collision with the steam-
er Maranhen, and had 16 feet of water in
her hold when she arrived. The N. C.
was built at St. Stephen, N. B., for par-
ties in Yarmouth, N. 8., this being her
first voyage.

The bark Enigma, from Liverpool for
this port, has not yet arrived. Although
her long passage is causing considerable
anxiety, no fears are entertained as to
her safety. She is fifty-two days out
to-day.

The schooner Sinope, from Cienfuegos

Jardine & Co., has been ashore on Chat-
ham Bar, Barnstable. About 20 casks of
her cargo on deck had to be stove to
lighten her.

Coroner’s Inguest.

Coroner Earle opened . the inquest on
the body of Ellen Eagsn, at the residence
of M. Kavanagh, Dock ‘street, at 4 o’cl’k,
yesterday. The jury weré sworn; Mr. A.
G. Kearns being foreman. The first wit-
ness called was Mr. Kavanagh, who said
he had known the deceased for two years,
the last nine months of which she had
been his housekeeper. He had frequently
noticed that she was troubled with short-
ness of breath, which w4s seen when she
moved round quickly, or-went up stairs.
She yas ajperfectly sober woman, never
touching anything intoxicating. He had
sent her to market-on Saturday evening
ahout 7 o’clock, and the next he saw of
her was when she was bronght home in
a sleigh.

James Hayes who keeps a stall in the
market had sold her some meat about
7.80 p. m., and she appeared as well as
ever. He had known her about nine
months.

Thomas Evans, policeman, was stand-
ing on the corner of King street when he
saw a crowd collecting, went to see the
cause, and found deceased sitting on the
sidewalk. She complained of shortness
of breath, and said she was unable to get
home; gave him some change she had in
her hand, and the parcél of meat. He got
the Eastern Express sleigh and sent her
home; she was unable to walk and they
had to assist her into the sleigh.

The jury then adjourned to the house of
Dr. Keator in Germain street,as the Doc-
tor was suffering with a lame foot and
unable to go out.

: The Sessions.

The Board of Sessions met at 11 o-
clock, His Worship the Mayor presiding.
About thirty Justices were present at the
opening.

Justice Cruikshank reported the names
of officers for the Parish of Simonds, as
chairman of the committee appointed at
last meeting, which were adopted by the
mzet'n . The resident magistrat(s from
Laneaster also reported their selections
for officers, which were adopted by the
Board. ;

Justice Gregory moved that John
Warnick be appointed hog reef, which
was lost notwithstanding hiseloquent ap-
peal for this candidate and a defence of
his tippling habits.

Justice Moore called attention to cer-
tain sums of money that were paid the
assessors of the city, and were not allow-
ed to the hoards of the out Parishes.
Justice Gregory moved that a Committee
be appointed to inquire into these extra
charges, which was withdrawn.

Justice Nowlin called attention to the
faet that it was a public holiday by Act
of Parliament and asked if business done
on this day was legal, he did not want to

seek ex post faclo legislation at a future

day. The board did not discuss th®
question but went on the ‘‘ even tenor of

its way” and Justice Marshall rose to in-

troduce his basis of assessment. He had

a written speech prepared which he read

to the Board. He moved that the .basis

submitted be read and taken up section

by section, which was carried.

Justice Marshall moved the first scc-
tion.

Justice Gilbert submitted another basis
which leaves out the Board of Assessors
entirely.

Juctice Nowlin moved that the further
discussion be postponed until June next,
which was declared carried—22 to 18.

Justice Marshall moved that a com-
mittee be appointed to prepare a basis of
assessment, to be submitted at the meet-
ing in June, which was carried.

Justices Marshall, Gilbert, Moran,
Knight and McLean were appointed a
committee.

Jacob R. Pidgeon, Frank Baker, and
Daniel J. Driscoll were appointed Sur-
veyors of Lumber for the County.

The Board adjourned until Thursday
week, when the Grand Jury will make
their presentment.

Six prisoners put in an appearance this
morning, four male and one female. The
female Jane Johnston was found drunk
on Peters street and carted to the Sta-
tion; fined $6.

James Cronnon appeared for the second
time within a week, this time for going to
the residence of Mr. Devine and creating
a disturbance and threatening to break
his (Devine’s) hcad.
