And whereas, by the British North
America Act the Canadian Parliament is
authorized to make all such Laws as may
be deemed necessiry in relation  té the
regulating of Canadian Trade and Com-
merce and Shipping and Navigation, and
the exercise of the same anthority by the
Imperial Parliament is not only incon
sistent with the full exercise of the said
authority so granted to the Canadian
Parliament, but is also a violation of the
principles ‘of self-government condeded
to this country and extremely vexatious
to the people thereof.
