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* Let ve resume, then, our chain cf evi-
devces for lofant Bapiism, drawa from the
church fathers. - Next afier Origen, io the
order of time, comes Cyprisn, Bishcp o
Carthage, who was born about one bundred
years a the Apostles. [o ihe yeor A.D
253 —about one bundred end fifty yests on-
ly after the Apoﬂlﬂ—-lixlglil bishops met
in council at Cirthage. Fidus, 3 country
bishop, had sea: a leiter with two cases, 0o
which be desired their opinicn. Tbhe one
which relates to our present subject was,
whether s infsnt might be baptized before
it was eight days old. In their reply there
were the following passsges : ¢ Cyprian snd
the rest of the bishops who were presented
in the council, s1xsy-six 1n number, 10 Fidus
our Browher, Greeting.—As to the case of
lofaots ;—wheress you judge 1hat they
mast not be bspiiged within 1wo or three
days after they are born, and that the rule
of circume sion is to be observed, that Du
ene should be baptized and eancified be-
fore the eighth day af.er he js born; We
were ail ip the couneil of a very differen:
opinion. As for whai you thought proper
to be dose, not one was of your mind ; bu:
we sll rather judged that the merey and
grace of God 18 1y be denied to any human

broiher, was our opinion in the council;
that we ought not 1o hinder any person
from baptism and the grace of God, who is
merciful snd kind to all. And this rule,
as it bolds for all, 1s, we think, more espe-
cially 10 be observed in reference to infants,
eveu (0 thoste oewly born.’ See Wall's

“ Now, Squire Tanner, turn, if you pleaee
to your text-books, vol. 1. p. 221, and vol
it p. 226, snd you will see it there siated :
¢« The necessity of infent baplicm was never
asserted by any couucil before that of Cant-
hage, hald A. D. 418" This is as near the
truth as he ususily gete- The council wae
held A. D. 253 (see Mosheim, vol. iii. p.
172 ; Dr. Hase’s Ch. Hist,, p. 90; and
Shaf’s Ap. Ch., p. 581 : Dr. Schaff makes
it a lutle earlier, A. D. 246), one hundred
s0d sixiy five (or aceording to Dr. Schaff,
172) years earlier than Brother Graves bes
it. Now Cyprian, the head of 1his council,
was the seccessor of Teriuliian, a presbyrer
in Cartbage, and wee converied in A. D.
246, and received the croww of martyrdom
A. D. 259. And ia view of this testimoay,
is it possibie to suppose that sixty-six bishops
gothered from ali parts of the laad, only
150 years afier the Apostles, and beaded
by the most distiuguished man in the whole
Chbrisuan charch at that ume, should no
have doubied—uo0, ot a single one of them
—as :0 the propriety of applyinyg the ordi-
nance of baptism t0 infanis—even ‘ under
eight days old "—if, indeed, it had not been
the universal praciice of 1he entire church
of Chiist 10 baptize infans? And tis 8
the more remaiksnle from the fact that it 1s
the identical spor where Tertullian had
labored but a few years before so sirenu-
ously (o have bajtism delayed in the case
of infants and womarried persovs. But, it
seems, Tertullian aes nut very euccessful,
as 10 this counci!, a few years after, there
was not eme of his opivion—nol one to
advocaie delay.”

““ Aud this,” «aid Anna, “1 uoderstand
to have been 3 syaod of divines—a council
of all 1he most learned men in the Christian
chorch at that ume. With me 1t bas far
more weight, that the decision was given

the privaie opision of the same men. Aud
then it was so near the time of the Aposiles ;
and the unanimouvs opinion of ei1xiy-six
divines also: all this shows most con:
clueively 10 my mind that iofant bsprism
was not ooly i1he opioion sad usage of the
whole Christian church, but had ever beep
from the vime of th: Apos les.”

“ Qpiatus, Bishop of Milevi,” continued
Halley, * who wss born about two bundred
years alier the Apostles, is the next witness
we will examine. He wrote about two
bundred and sixiy years after Jobn the
Ecangelist, and had been comparing a
Christian’s patung on Christ in baptism, to
putiing on a garment. -He then says: ¢ But
lest suy one say, [ speak irreverenily o
calling Christ a garment, let him read
what the Aposile says, as many of you as
have been baptized in the name af Christ,
Aave put en Christ. Ob! what a garment
is this, which is aiways one, snd which fits
all sges aad all shapes. 1i is neither too
large for infacis, nor two small for young
men, vor does it need any slieration for
women.’

““ Here 100 1s th: Oration 20 of Gregory
Nazisnzen, who was contemporary wilh
Optaiuss—abdbout two hundred and exty
years afier the Aposiles. He compares
Basil, coe of the church faihers, 10 Samuel,
as follows : ‘ Samue!, amoug them which
call upou his name, was given before he
was boru, aod immedistely sfier his birth
was consecrated, and be became an anointer
of kinys sad of priesis out of 8 boin. And
was poi thie man (Basil) consecrated 10
God 10 s nfancy, and carried 1o the sieps
in s coat ¥ He probably means the sieps
of tbe baptismal fon!,

“ Dr. Wall gives an absiract of Gregory's
oration on the ordinance of bapusm: ¢ He
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[ ilready boen adduced. Ambrose, who
wrole sbout two hysdred sod veveoty-four
years sfier the Apostles, in commenting oo
the frst chapier of Luke, and speaking of
Joho, and FEliss, and of his pariing 1he
watess of the river Jordan, sayd: ‘ But per-
haps this may seem 10 be fulfilled in our
time, and in the Aposties’ time For 1hat
retarn of waters backward toward the head
of the rviver, which wss caused by Elise
when the river wae divided, signified the
mystery of the lavee of selvetion, which
sfierwards was 10 be inetituted, by which
those who are baplized in infamcy ore
reformed from a wicked siate to the primi-
1uve state of their nsture’ Here Ambrose
teetifies that infants were not only l_up“led
then, but sleo ‘in the A time ;' a8
he saye, it was fulfilled them »s mow. And
we think, from the proximity of bis age 10
ihat of the Apostles, snd the' other sdvan.
tages he poesessed of knowiog how long it
nad been praciised, that his testimony is as
reliable as that, st leas, of those removed
more than fourteen bundred yeasrs from
tim, sod whose proofs are, 1l proofs at all,
rraced through him snd his contemporaries.

“Jobn Chrysostom, who dates within
the third ceatury, sfier the Aposiles, and
» ho was one of the most sble and eloquent
preachers that had ae yet adoroed the primi-
itive chureh; born at Amtioch, bishop ot}
Conetantinople, iwice banished on account
)l his zeal ia reforming and keepi.g pure
the Chniwrian church, snd at length brought,
by bis sufferings in the biuer persecutions
he encountered, 10 the grave—thus speaks,
‘0 his writings which I have here. Homly
40, on Genesis, speaking of circumcision
sod then of bapuiem, which God bas ap-
ponted in the place of the former, ‘ Bui
our circumcision, that 1s, the grace of bap-
tism, gives cure withouwt psio. And it bas
no determinate time, as circumcision had;
but it is proper that 1his circumecision with-
out bands ehould be received by oue in the
beginning of life, or in the middie of n, or
'n old age. Agaio, be says: ‘ Some think
ihat the heavenly grace (of baptism) con-
sis18 only in forgiveness of sins ; but | have
reckoned up ten advantages of it. For this
cauee we baptize infants also, though they
are not defiled by sin’—meaning, doudtlese,
sctual ein. P

“ There are other passages in the works
of Joha Chrysosiom, bearing on this sub-
Ject, but we wiil pass them, and proceed
to call a still more noted church father
named Augustive! who was born 254 years
after the Apoeiles, and one of the most
pioas, learned, devoted, and remarkable of
ail 1he chuarch fathers. Hie father was a
pagen ull oear the close of bis life; hie
amother (Monia), wes emineatly pious. He
wss converted at ihe age of thiriy-three
(A. D.m;; was bishop of Hippo thirty-
five years ( ) ; snd during this tme
was indefatigable 10 presching, writiog,
combating error and vice, snd iofusiog life
snd spirnuality ioto the churches and
clergy far and near (see Mosheim, vol. i.
vage 253, 0 35). ‘He was,’ says history,
one of the most sincere and ardent Chris-
wang of b nwma.’ Dr Well says (vol.
page 241); *S.. Augusuue was s msn of
20t@ in the church, end continued wriiong
vooks for forty years and more. There
never was any one man whose pains were
so successful iu healiog the wounds of the
church caus-d by schiems and heresies.
ilis moderate and popular way of arguwng
nad a grest effect.’ Again (page 259):
*St. Augusune speaks here of infant bap-
:3mn, and we see a full evidence ihat it wae
(hen universally practised, and had been so
teyond the memory of any man or of any
record: that they 100k it to be a thing tha
had oot been * enacied by any couacil,’
but bad “ever been in use” from the be-
goning of Chiisusnity. And they had
then but 300 years to lovk back to the times
uf, the Apoustles, whereas we now (abour
1725), have 1600. And the writings and
records which are now lost, were then eztant,
and easily known.’

* o view of all 1his, we shall see that-hi
i~simony 10 relstion o the history of the
ordinance of infant baptism, taken 10 con-
uection with that of his renowned con-
iemporary, Pelagiwe, ‘ the learned heretic,”
1e strong and explicit ; oot only that infante
were then baptized, bat that this ussge was
unversally, mw the Christisn church,
pracuised and understood ; and also acknow
ied 7ed 10 have been handed down from the
very times of the Apostles.” :

** Was not there a controversy between
these two men?" asked Elder Mason,
“What wss the ground of their con-
iroversy "’

** Pelagius,” replied Halley, “ denied the
depravity of the buman bheasrt, and the
pecessity of divine grace, and the influence
of the‘ Spirit in man's regeseraton. He
s's) maialained thst the buman will is ae
much inciined to good s 10 eml, and thst
good works coastituie the meritorious cause
of salvation Hisiory records (see Mosbenn,
vol. 1. page 370), that Peagiae, snd hie
colleague and companion, Celestius, were 10
nigh reputstion for their viriues and piety ;
and that the success of Peiagius was grea:,
but thet he fouod & powrrful opponent 1
ine person ol 1he famous Augustine, bishop
of Hippo, who exposed the unecrip ursl
charseter of the system, sod its direct 1en-
ceney o subver: the gracd doc rine of 1he
gospel, and to render the cross of Christ of
o-ne effect. Ia one of his arguments
azsiost!Pelagius, snd iu proving the docirine
of originsl sin, he asks: ; Why are infants

“We cannot call him a Baptis:,” said

in a foller -consideration of the matier.
Therefore Teriulhan is the only one yet
found who really advocated delay of baptism
in the case of infanis; and yet be wae no
Baptist, for be equaily advocaied & delay of
baptism 10 uvomarried, persons, even if
adults, and capable of exercising faith.
There, in reslity, bss been no Bapust found
yot, snd we bave canvassed nearly three
centuries from tbe Apostles.”

“ And it is aleo worthy of note,” ssid
Halley, “ that during- this whole pepind,
with scarce am interval, the Christisa church
bad consiantly endured civil persecutions
of the most direfal aad bloody character;
and that in her pr she bad passed
through blood and fires, siorms and disas-
wrs. The professor ‘of /the Christian
seligion was consiantly ezpesed to the
dungeon, the rack, and the faggot; and
pesrly sil, or quite, of those church fethers
we bave reforred 10, suflsred martyrdom for

baptized for the remission of sins if they
nave po pin? luumsting thereby to
Pclsgios, that the demisl of original s.n
must draw after it the denial of infant bap-
t=m. Now mark the reply of Palagivs,
wiich, under the circumstances, was sirik-
g and unequivocsl. Says Pelagius:
‘* Baptism ought to be administered to in-
Sfants, wup be same sacramenisl worde
which are used 10 1he case of adult persons.
Men slander me, as if I denied the sacra-

who demied baptism to infants.! Agoo,
Augustive remarks 10 reference (o the
P-iaginne : ¢ Sioce they graat that infants
niust be baptized, as not being able to resist
the authority of the whole church, which
was doubiless del.vered by our Lord and
hi= Aposties, they must cousequen'ly g-ant
that they stand 10 need of the benefit of the
Mediator.’ .

“ With his argument, the Pelagiane were
much pressed. It would hsve been very
moch to their purpose, if it had been 10
their power, 10 assert that Augustine was
wrong in bis position and sawements; aad
that the baptiem of infauts was oot enjoined
by Christ and his Apostles. Or if they had
known of any sect or socrety of Christisns
exisiing in their day, or before their ime
since the Aposiies, who disowned infant
baptism, or had rased objections 10 it, their
owa interesis would bave led them 10 plead
such an exsapie in behsif of their porition
sod their argoment. Bat they were 80 for
from being able to do ibis, thet they were
obliged 10 concede that they mever saw nor
heard of say one, euber Christian oc heretic
—no, 00r apy writer who pretended 10 ‘be-
lieve in the Seriptutes, who denied beprism
10 infants. Celestius, who assisted Pelogius
in ibe propagation of his peculiar docitives,
eaid: * [nfenie sre 10 be beptised ~..ulm‘

¢ Pelagios was born in Britan (probably
a Welshman), and Celestius in Ireland,”
replied Halley. * They both lived a long
time in Rome, 10 which a'l the people of
the then known world bad resort  They
were both some time in Sicily; snd then
in Carthage s considerable period. Theo
Pelagius iraveled through Egypt, and
setiled in Jerusslem for many years.
Cetestive went from Carthage 1o Ephesus
snd Constentinople, and in lact visied all
the noted churches in both Europe and
Asis. In view of this, we shoaid consider
u impossible that there should have been a
sec!, or even a church, that denied the
practice of infant beptism in all Christendom,
and they not hsve heard of it. The con-
clusion 18 irresistible, that there was not a
that time, nor within the memery of the
men of that ume, sny Christian society
which denied baptism 10 infante.”

* What! not one Bapiist church in all

Earope, Awa, and Africa?’ exclaimed
Eider Clayion. “ Andthis was only three
hundred years after the Aposties! 1fthere
ever had been any, what had, become of
them ?
. ** That is a question,” replied Hislley,
““thac I bave never heard answered—or even
sttemp'ed to be answered. Here 1n all
the koown couptries where Christisnity
bad peveirated, there was not.a church
where infani baptism was not practised
at that time, or where it had oot been prac-
tised within the recollection of the oldesi
man then hving,or where "ney had ever
beard of 1 8 being rejected !  And the most
talented and learned men of those times Je-
clare it to have been an apos olic insiitution
—¢ delivered by our Lord,’—and that it bad
ever been praciised. And those whose 10~
terest 1t was t0 make conirary siatements, if
assure us that they never heard of any one,
even the mosi impioue heretic, who denied
bsptism to infants, This, then, is conclusive
testimony ; and he, who demsnds more
than this, is not reasonable.

“ But turn, il you please, Squire Tanner
to your text-book, vol, 1 page 467, and you
will find it there stated : ¢ 11 we now go back
10 the year 300, we will find all the church-
es to be Baptist churches 1o regard 1o bap-
tism, except a few in Africa.’ Is this pos-
sible, and yet not a trace of sny such exie-
tence 10 have been found, or even known, 8
few yesrs later? - How did Brother Graves
koow that they were all Bspuist chuiches ?
Has be intuitions on the subject # If they
were all Bsptist churches, 1n spite of all
history and even assurance to the contrary,
we have only 10 say that they were very un
like theiribrethren of a laier day! And
with such Bapiists we have very little differ-
ence of opinion, and none whatever ia the
practice of infant baptism !

% But let us quote a very little more from
Augustine. In remarking on the paesage,
I Cor. vii. 14, he says : * There were Chris-
tian infants who were sancufied (that is
baptized) by the suthority of one or both
of their pareats’ Agan, n speakiog of
the good which Chrietian baptism does to
iufants’ he remarks : ¢ That the faunh of
those by whom the child is brought 10 be
consecrated, is profitable t» the ebild.” This
sounds very much like the Pedobaptist doc-
trine of the present day. If you should de
sire to see more evidence on this subject
from Augustine an ' the orher church fathers.
#s | hsve not time to bring 1t up here, |
would refer you 10 these works, which |
bave bean quoting from : Di. Wali's Bist
of Infant Bapism, vols i. snd i3 Dr
Woods on lafant Baptiem ; Dr. Kuriz's
Infant Beptism ; Dr. Alexander’s Life,
ohap. ix eic. etc  There are other works
here in Latin, and some in Greek ; bu:
those I have mentioned contain transiations
from these authors, and the 1ranslations are
sofficiently numerous and fore ble to satis(y
every rational and candid miad hat infan:
baptism was generalily practised Irom the
spostolic sge down 10 the fall of the Wesi-
ern Empire.  Aod at that iime 11 18 sc-
knowledged by all 1o have been in general
use. Yes'there is one unbroken chain of
evidence —Augusiine, Chrysosiom, Am-
brose, Optatus, Cyprion and his sixiy-six
bishops, Origan (Tertullizn, in our gene
rosity, though oo Baptist, we w'll donsie o
them, 3s 8 kind of peace-offering), Justin
Mariyr, and Irecns, who was born in ihe
first century whilst the Evangelist John was
living, and therefore knew and hended down
apostolic customs and usages. Accordiog
10 the united testimony of 1l ese men—for
it all harmonizes, even Tertullian’s is ae
strong 8s any 0 beariog ondencg 10 the
fact of the general prevalence of infant bap-
tism—the universsl Christian church, all
along during the lives of these fathers of the
cburch, down through three ceoturies, till
we have ahuudant and unquestioned tesii-
mony, practised in‘ant baptism ; and these
evidences, furither, assure us that at the
close of the third century afier the Apostles,
there was not a single Baptisi church in 'be
whole Christiso world—not one, baving or
professing the faith peculiar to our Bap st
brethreo, then existing in sll Christendom ;
nor was it known that there ever had
been !

“ Says Dr. Woods: + We have evidence
as abuodaut, and epecific, snd ceriain as
history affords of slmost aay oiher fact, ihat
icfant baptism universally prevasiled from
the days of the Aposties through four cen-
turies,’” Says Dr. Scheff : ‘ Ougen of A-
lexandria, the mos! learned representative of
the Greek ehurch, who was himsell baptized
000 alier hig birth (85 years alier Joho,
A D. 1g5), and was at the death of Ter-
wilian (aboui A. D. 220) some thirty-five
years of nge, speaks 10 the most un-quivocal
terms of 1nfant b-ptism ss sn aposiolic tra-
dition, and the universal practice of ihe
church. And -hose who interpret the si
lence of ecclesiastical writers before Ter-
rullian respecting infant baptiem unfavorably
to i, do mot cossider, o the fi:st place,
that we have very few written memorigls of
any k nd from this age, and are leit wholly
in the dark on many u.her po.nis; andin
the eecond place, that at that ime the great
missionary zeal, and the rapid spread of the
eburch, made the bapusm of proselytes siill
more frequent, and, io the nature of the
cese, most thooght of Fiosily, even 1o
Clemea: ot Alexandris) Iren®ks, and Justin
Martyr, there 18 noiack of binis which 1n-
dicate, with more or less certainly, 1be exis-
