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vice, in the difcha‘.r:ge of your duties, or thank you for the attention you have paid to all fuck
meafures as it became my duty to fubmit to your confideration, in the courfe of the Seffion.

The difciplise and eficieney of the Militia, being an obje& of great importance to the fecurity
of the Province, I muft exprefs my particular thanks for the attention which you have given to the
improvement of that valuable Conftitutional Force ; and, ! truft, that the meafares which you have -
adopted for that purpofe, will enable me to put it upon the moft efficient footing, thhont occa~
fioning any additional inconvenicace to the Inhabitants. .

I thaok you, in His Majefty’s Nawe, for the liberal Supplies which you have granted for the
fervices of the prefént year. You may rely upon their being faxthfully applied ;-for I confider the
care of all Public Monies, placed at my difpofal, and economy in their expcndlturc, one of my
firft duties.

For fome time paﬁ my attention has been particularly directed to the beft modc of aﬁ‘ordmg
facilities to real Settlers upon the Foreft Lands, and of patting an end, if poffible, to the evils that
have arifen from irregular locations, from imperfect surveys, from the illegal transfer and traffic
in Warrants of Survey, and other mndgobbxng pra&tices ; and viewing the meafure whichI have
in contemwplation to effect thefe objects, as one of pre-emment importance to the welfare and pros-
pcnty of the Province, I rely, with confidence, upon receiving your cordial fupport and afliftance
in carrying it into effzctual operation in your respective Couaties, and upon your continuiag tg
encourage, by every poflible means the fpirit of Farming Induftry, which now happily prevails, in
