NSCAD Fees

No indication of exact figures was
given.

First indication of the tuition fee
doubling for International Students
came when Kennedy circulated his
memo 2 September.

Until that date there had been no
indication that Kennedy would try
to institute differential fees, or that
any fees would increase at all.

Many members of the NSCAD
community have studied or plan to
study at US institutions, and the
imposition of differential fees is
seen as a restriction on the mobility
of their colleagues and themselves.

Kennedy's memo generated
much debate among both students
and faculty, because of the feared
destruction of the mutually benefi-
cial relationship with between the
college and the New York art scene.

Student leaders have told the
Dalhousie Gazette that Kennedy
appears to be in a double bind: he is
introducing a policy first recom-
mended by students, and the
student leaders are now opposing
this policy.

Kennedy is committed to doubled
fees for International Students, and
he will carry his committment to the
Board of Governors Wednesday
September 29.
