Brown's attitude seems in line

college campuses. The organiza­
tion plans to hold a National 
Week of Action in January 
which will include:

* A postcard campaign 
demanding that federal money 
given to the provinces for PSE be 
spent on PSE;

* A day of mourning on which 
students will be encouraged to 
wear black armbands to mourn 
the state of PSE in Canada;

* A one-hour boycott of classes 
from 11:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon on 
January 19, 1988.

Brown went neck-and-neck 
with Gavin Humphreys, vice- 
president external of the Univer­
sity of Guelph Graduate 

Students' Union, and five ballots 
were taken before a clear winner 
emerged.

Brown won the tight race on 
what some call her sensitivity to 
regional concerns and others 
call her lack of commitment to 
one national voice for students.

"1 have a lot of regionally- 
based support. I've made a lot of 
friends in the Atlantic, for 
instance, through CFS, and I am 
seen as sensitive to their con­
cerns," said Brown. "I believe in 
strong regional representation 
feeding into a strong national 
representation."
