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WHBHBAS announcement recently haa been made by 
the Hallways of Canada of their Intention to pat Into effect 
an additional reduction of 10% In the wages of railway em­
ployees.

AND whs BEAS drastio wage reluotione hare already 
been made In addition to haring reduced various classes of 
railway employees to sixteen days employment per month,

AND WHBHBAS these reductions hare lowered the earn­
ing oapaolty of many employees to the peint *ere they are now 
barely able to maintain their families in the ordinary neoesa­
lt les of life,

AND WHBHBAS the material prosperity of Monoton 
and adjoining towns end maniaipalltiee is largely dependent 
upon railway nativities,

AND WHBHBAS there is now a very definite trend 
toward eoonomlo betterment and return of publie eonfldenee, 
with subsequent beneficial of feet upon industry In general; 
and each a proposed reduction will tend to weaken such con­
fidence,

AND WHBHBAS the principle has been adopted by the 
Wbrld Economic Conference now in session, that the general 
price level of commodities and the purchasing power of the 
people mast be raised rather than lowered befo 
can return.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that this Public Meet­
ing does vigorously protest against farther redactions in 
wages and salaries of railway workers as being centrary to 
publie policy and in the adverse interests of this community 
and the country in general; the question is of such great 
importance to a large portion of the population that the 
Dominion Goverment be requested to urge upon the railways 
the necessity of withdrawing this latest proposal of farther 
wage reductions,
