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WHEREAS amnouncement recently has been made by
the Ralilways of Canada of their intention to put into effeet
3 additional redmotion of 10% in the wages of railway em-

oyees.

AND WHEREAS dragtie wage reluotions have already
been made in addition to having reduged various classes of
ralilway employees to sixteen days employment per month,

AND WHEREAS these reduetions have lowered the eam-
ing eapacity of many employees to the point where they are now
barely able to maintain their families in the ordinary necesgs-
ities of 1ife,

AND WHEREAS the material progperity of Moneton
and adjoining towns and manicipalities is largely dependent
upon railway activities,

AND WHEREAS there is now a very definite trend
toward economic betterment and retumm of pudblie sonfidence,
with gubsequent beneficial effeet upon indugtry in general;
;nd sach a proposed reduction will tend to weaken such con-

idence,

AND WHEREAS the prineiple has been adopted by the
World Eeonomic Conference now in gession, that the general
priee level of commodities and the huag power of the
pmhmmn be raiged rather than lowered ore pmaperity
ean retum,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that thig Public Meet-
ing does vigorously protest againgt further reduetions in
wages and salaries of railway workers as being eontrary to
public poliecy and in the adverse interests of thig community
and the eountxy in general; the guestion is of guch great
importance to a large portion of the population that the
Dominion Govermment be requested to urge upon the railways
the neceassity of withdraw this latest proposal of further
wage redunctions,
