The end of Turkey as a factor in 
the affairs of the Near East is in­
dicated by the announcements from 
Paris that the Coancil of Four has 
decided to send a note to the Turkish 
delegation now in the French Capital 
advising the members to return to 
Constantinople.

The 1919 edition of the" Official 
Catholic Directory" has just been 
given into the hands of the printer 
by Kenedy A Sous. It shows that 
the actual returns from the different 
dioceses place the number of Catho- 
lies in tbe United States at 17,549,- 
824, without accounting for the 
large “ floating " Catholic population. 
The inclusion of the latter, accord 
ing to the estimate of Mr. Meier, the 
expert statistician of the “ Directory" 
for fourteen years, would give 
total of more than 19,000,000. Tbe 
increase registered for the past year 
is 188,021. Certainly the smallest 
in many years. Yet absolutely 
speaking, it is greater than that of 
any other religious denomination in 
the United states, according to Dr. 
Carroll's own figures for the Evan­
gelical Churches. Fir,ally this in 
crease is far from indicating 
entire actual growth during the past 
year, since no fewer than fifty four 
large dioceses have instituted no 
new census. The increase of 183,021 
represents, therefore, the growth of 
a section only of tbe Catholic 
Church in the United States. But 
what is of supreme significance is 
the fact that tbe growth of the 
Catholic Church during the last 
quarter of a century, as traced by 
tbe editor of the " Directory," 
amounted to 8,471,459, showing that 
during this brief period American 
Catholics have almost doubled their 
numbers. Our entire membership 
now under the American flag is 
26,832,650.

It is with no spirit of complacency 
or self laudation that we contem­
plate these figures. Yet they should 
give us heart to fight the good fight,

Ho will first visit 
New York and will go thence to Bal­
timore to be the guest of His Emi­
nence, Cardinal Gibbons. After­
wards he will visit the capital.

The Sacred Congregation of the 
Coancil has issued an important 
sentence regarding the constitution 
of ecclesiastical tribunal in tbe dio­
cese of Breslau. At a plenary meet­
ing held in the Vatican, the *acred 
Congregation declared that the 
tom (in vogue more than a hundred 
and seventy years) of admitting lay­
men as Judges in matrimonial cases 
can no longer be tolerated, and that 
in future laymen who are experts 
in canon law cannot be allowed to 
act as judges in ecclesiastical cases.

News has recently been received, 
says the Missionary, of the conver­
sion of the Rav. Robert E. Wood, 
who for twenty years has been a 
missionary of the American Epis­
copal Church In China. Mr. Wood 
bas been at the head of a small re­
ligious community conducted along 
Catholic lines and caring fer a dis­
trict centering around Wuchang. 
Within the past year he has been 
engaged in religious work among 
the armies in ► ranee, and it was here 
that hie determination to enter the 
Catholic Church was reached. It is 
probable that he will study for the 
priesthood, but whether he will re­
turn to China or not is not known.

London, May 29.—Monsignor Zu- 
obetti, Archbishop of Smyrna, aged 
eighty-two, bas arrived in Paris. In 
1H95 he saved the lives of ten thou­
sand Armenians by raising the 
French flag over the schools, where 
the refugees had taken shelter. In 
tbe coarse of the War ha has ren­
dered many great services to the 
Allies.
Oriental prelates are arriving one 
by one in Paris to give their evidence 
before the Peace Commission of the 
Oriental question.

A year ago he founded 
the McCarthy Charities, incorporated 
and gave on endowment of 8100,000. 
Recently he gave 8100,000 to the 
Catholic Charities.

Ottumwa Council of the Knights of 
Coiambus in Iowa, boasts of having 
as its member the only Chinese 
Knight of Columbus in the United 
States. He was initiated last Feb­
ruary and on the occasion was pre­
sented by his brother Knights with 
a gold modal engraved with the em­
blems of the Order. John Ynng is 
a native of Canton, China, and is 
only twenty-two years old. He came 
to this country in 1913 and at San 
Francisco first became attracted to 
the Pauliit Fathers. He was in­
structed by them and baptized in 
1917. He is the only Catholic mem­
ber of hie family, but he has three 
eeusine with him at Ottumwa whom 
he is zealously endeavoring to bring 
into the Chureh.

debate on the League of Nations in 
the Senate by Senator Sherman of 
Illinois today. It led to a bitter die 
cuesion in which the Illinois Senator 
was sharply answered by Senator 
Aehurat of Arizona.

Senator Sherman spoke on tbe 
“ Ecclesiastical Power in the League 
of Nations." He asserted that by 
reason of the fact that the CatboLc 
nations outnumber those of the Pro- 
testanteçfaith, the^| i, flue ace of the 
Vatican will dominate and control 
the league. He said that of the 
original thirty-two members of the 
league, twenty eight are Christian 
nations and that the other four are 
of other faiths ; of tbe twenty-eight 
Christian nations, he said, seventeen 
are Catholic and eleven are Pro­
testant.

Including the other nations which 
are invited to join the league, Sen­
ator Sherman said that twenty-four 
of the forty votes of the Christian 
nations “ are spiritually dominated 
by the Vatican.’

Two different sets of " church sta­

tistics" have ol late been widely 
circulated, both apparently indica­
ting the relative retrogression ol the 
Catholic Ohnrch. The 
drawn up by Dr. Carroll accredited 
the “ Roman Catholics in three 
bodies." with a total membership of 
14,917,466, and a gain for the last 
year of only 78,483. The secand 
group of figures is based on the pre­
liminary statistics for the decade 
from 1906 to 1916, issued by the 
Census Department at Washington. 
The tabulator is Victor Q. Masters, 
S pirintendent of Publicity, Baptist 
Home Missions. The tables ap­
peared in the Philadelphia Presby- 
tiriun and were given a wider pub 
licit y by the Literary Digest. Their 
report credits the Baptists and Meth­
odists with an “ approximate popu­
lation ” of 22,000,000 each in the 
United States. These figures 
explained as including members, 
whose number in each instance is 
somewhat over 7,000,000, and " other 
adherents." The " Roman Catho­
lics " are accorded a bare total of 
15,700,000. In the decennial figures 
of the eight larger religious denom­
inations the “ Roman Catholics " 
show tbe emalleat inoreas», a little 
less than eleven per cent, as 
pared with the Baptist increase of 
twenty-eight per cent.

This impression that even the 

better Protestant scholars evidence

On the whole, indeed, its reference 
to Catholicism evinces careful in­
formation and an amount of fairness 
that is in agreeable contrast to the 
cheaper sort of non Catholic publics 
tiens, lint the "Qeandoque bonus 
dermitat Homerue" is none the less 
manifest on many of its pages.

For instance, when Prof. Lewis 
Ragles Paton, in order to discredit a 
story in a biography of Saint Francis 
Xavier, says, on page 226, "that this 
biographer was a -lésait, who fee 
lieved that ‘the end justifies the 
means,’ and that a lie ad majorera 
glorinra Die’ is justifiable," we he 
come sadly aware that there 
serious spots in the eun of that 
scholar. And it seems that these 
spots can be ns little removed from 
the minds of Protestants as the spots 
from the luminary of tbe day.

Again, Prof. George Cross, in an

SAYS 11BLOIUM WANTS RAW MATERIAL 
AND CREDIT, NOT CHARITY

Brussels, June 21.—Cardinal Mer­
cier authorized the publication of 
the following statement apropos of 
President Wilson s visit to Belgium :

“America will be rendering an in 
valuable service to Belgium in the 
early fulfilment of President Wil­
son’s promises ot practical assistance 
in the way of raw materials, machin­
ery and credit.

“Since the armistice was signed 
reconstruction in Belgium has been 
going forward at an astounding rate. 
Daring the War Belgium needed 
charty and received it. Now all 
Belgium requires is a chance to 
work. Ot oouree, private charity 
will always be needed in Belgium as 
in other countries, but the time has 
passed when Belgium as a country 
asks for charity. What Belgium 
needs most are tbe three essentials 
mentioned by President Wllsou, 
namely, raw materials, machinery 
and financial co-operation."

hawever, there hee not been an 
equal growth in realization of the 
truth that individualism "cannot be 
put down by its opposite exeese, 
Ca’iariem.

No longer is tho State regarded as 
the agent to do those things for the 
citizen which tbe citizen can not 
well do ter himself. It Is now auth­
orized to undertake a variety ot func­
tions, even these which it cannot 
perform as well ae the individual, 
and many whiob, by the natural 
law, it is unfitted even to attempt.
