ANGLICAN DECISIONS,

The Archbishop of Canterbury has
delivered judgmont against Rev. Dr,
Edward King, Bishop of Lincoln, who was
charged with ritualistic parctices, regard-
ing the juriediction of the ecclesiastical
court ana bis obligation to obey the rubri
cal directions in the prayer book. The
Archbishop suepended judgment in
regard to the Bishop's rubrical irregular
ities. The mixing of wuter with the
wine used in the act of coneecration, the
Archbishop bolds, infringed on the law
of the Church, but the use of a mixed
chalice prepared beforehand did not
oflend the ecclesiastical law., Tae
charge against the Bishop regarding
absolution was dismissed, it not being
supported by the evidence. The Arch.
bishop decided that Dr. King’s action
in turning his face to the east during
communion, and thus making his manual
acts invisible, was illegal. The acts
must be visible to the congregation,
The singing of the bymn “ Agnus Dei”
during communion was not illegal, The
Archbishop holds that the placing of
lighted candles upon the altar for cere.
mony during the services when they are
pot wanted for light is mot illegal,
although such act is distasteful to many
communicants. The Bishop, he says, is
quite upjustified in making the sign of
1he cross in pronouncing nb_solutxon and
the benediction. Eaca eside was ad.
