MUNITION FACTORY .
BURNED IN OTTAWA

Firm of Grant-Holden-Graham Co., Making Tarpaulin,
Clothing and Haversacks For Militia Department,
Suffer From Work of Incendiary.

Ottawa, Feb. 5.—Fire of a myste:-
ious origin completely destroyed the

manufacturing establishment. of the
Grant-Holden-Graham Co., Limited,
on Albert street at an early hour this
morning. There were eight employes
in the building when the fire was dis-
covered on the second floor. Ix
spread rapidly, and the men had to
get out via the fire escape. James
Smith, the night-watchman, was on
the top floor at the time. The build-

elevator down to the second story,
where he was caught by Ernest Bon-
ard and assisted to the fire escape.
The old man suffered from shock and
was nearly suffocated when the fire-
men rescued him from the escape.

The firm was engaged in making
tarpaulins, clothing and haversacks
for the military department. Thou-
sands of dollars’ worth of material
was destroyed.

Smith, the nightwatchman, believ<s |
the blaze to have been the work of an |
incendiary. He said he was on the

second floor just a few minutes pre-
vious; and that there. was then no
sign of danger. The loss will be about
$20,000 on the building Which was a
six story brick structure.
