inexhaustible, our agricultural capa-
bilities without parallel, and our fruit
the fincst in the world,

At 8t John, N, B, Dee, 8th, in the 86th
year of her age, Onrvia Jorwnsoy, widow
of the late James Pettingedl, only surviv-

THE ANNAPCOLIS LINE.

MrJ. A, Elderkin of Falmouth, Hants
county, writes as follows to the Wndsor
Tribune :—

“Having decided to ship some apples
to London, T was ffered a lower rate of
freight by the Aunmnapolis line, Thos 8.
Whitman, agent, which I accepted, al-
though I confess [ was previously preju-
diced against this line, I wentto An.
napolis to personally inspect the shipping
and handling of my fruit on the steam-
ship Benacre,

I found the best facilities for storing
and shipping apples that there is in the
Dominion, The Graut warehouse, a
brick building with a frost-proof cellar
100x150 feet, twelve feet in clear, is at
the steamship wharf with a railway track
running into it, from which the apples
are put on hoard the steamship very
rapidly, it is said 3,000 barrels per day, if
necessary, by trolleys,

The other warehouse of wood, double
doors and packed sides, is on the wharf,
and is 35x250, and can house seven load-
ed-cars and 6,000 to 7,000 barrels on the
siding. The st  lies right alongsid
this lower warehouse, and can load from
it into all her hatches, at the same time
—at the rate of 600 barrels per hour,

I found the steamship Benacre a first-
class fruit steamer, well and extra venti-
lated, and her compartments all that
could be desired for stowing apples ; the
after part of the ship had between decks
laid so0 as to take only four tiers of ap-
ples, on each deck, and the forward hold
bad between dech beams, these had a
temporary deck of two tiers of dry spruce
deals on which the apples were tiered on-
ly tour barrels pigh.
