THE SESSION.

After a very harmonious session the
legislature hus been prorogued. It has
been quite fruitful of legislation, and &
number of very useful acts have been
placed upon the statute book. Promi-
nent among them is the license act,
which is probably the most restrictive
measure of the kind which has yet been
ted in a Canad provi As
originally introduced it was even more
stringent; the changes made in it were
at the desire of the majority of the
house, and may fairly be supposed to
represent the settlement of the country.
Perhaps the fact that so many parts of
the province are under the Scott act
had something to do with the passage of
the license act in its present form. The
act relating to agricultural societies’
grants and the holding of exhibitions
came very near being amended by the
legislative council so as to provide for
the immediate abolition of the board of
agriculture. A strong disposition is
manifested in the legislature to deal
with the agricultural service in a radical
manner, and it need not be & matter of
surprise if the next session witnesses a
new departure in this regard.

Only negative progress has been made

ds the abolition of the islati

council; but it is something to have
learned that the council, as at present
constituted, will not vote itself into non-
existence. There is a square joinder of
issue between the two branches of the
legislature and the government will have
to find some way of arriving at a con-
clusion. It can scarcely be claimed that
the council has given any new reason
this winter for its continued existence.
It was thought at one time that a
grant would be asked for a new depart-

the province, in regard to which little
is known, if we except the Tobique
gypsum deposit of which Mr, Baird spoke
in such hopetul terms.

subsidy of $3,200 a mile, and perhaps the
Stanley end of the York and Carleton
route.

Without discussing the duty of the
local government to subsidize these pro-
jects, we think it will be admitted that
the policy which the Dominion govern-
ment has acted upon in the West fully
warrants an application to Oftawa for
liberal assistance to these roads. Nor is
it a precedent lacking in Eastern Canada.
The handsome subsidy of $6,400 a mile
was given to the railway from Riviere du
Loup to Edmundston, principally on the
ground that it was a colonization road.
