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WHAT WOMEN INVENT.

Five Safety Razors Among the Things 
to be Exhibited in London.

What was the inspiration of the 
five English women who during the 
last year felt that their inventive pow­
ers were put to their best use in in­
venting safety razors? At, all events, 
five such appliances will be exhibited 
in the forthcoming London exhibition 
of inventions by women. The inven­
tive spirit of English women seems 
well developed. There are on an av­
erage every year about fifteen hun­
dred new contrivances patented. The 
greater number of these are naturally 
enough intended for the use of their 
own sex, although there are such oc­
casional exceptions.

Other recent forms of their inven­
tive skill when it soared far beyond 
the needs of mere women were shown 
in an automobile, a steam engine and 
a flying machine. Of sterner stuff 
than most of their sex even in the 
country of militant suffragettes were 
the inventors who applied to patent 
their methods of strengthening the 
sides of ships in their powers of resis­
tance and the new kind of invisible 
shield to be worn in war. Yet these 
superwomen were rare among the 
whole number, most of whom devoted 
themselves to such characteristic in­
ventions as new kinds of hats for 

! women and children, a method of 
washing furs, an apparatus to kill 
chickens painlessly, new fancied 
clothes for dogs and similar evolutions 
of feminine necessities. This exhibi­
tion is a contrast to that which will 
soon be opened in Paris, dedicated 
to proving the social misery of wo­
men through their legal and social 
inferiority to man. It is prophesied 
that the most stubborn opponent of 
woman suffrage will be convinced by 
this eloquent collection of documents, 
pictures and other evidence.

Valuable Discovery in Photography.
Vice consul Tarleton B. Taylor 

writes that a representative of an Am­
erican photographic company, recently 
in Bahia, after studying the climatic 
conditions of Brazil, has found a 
chemical composition which, when 
added to the regular developer, 
counteracts the bad effects which the 
tropical climate has on photographic

fiapers, plates and films. Mr. Tay- 
or’s details follow: The representative 

claims that photograp*'v papers, 
plates and films that heretofore have 
been guaranteed for one year only 
in Brazil can on account of this dis­
covery be safely guaranteed for three 
years. I have seen him work with 
developing papers which had been in 
this climate three or four years and 
were considered useless by a photo­
graphic supply dealer in Bahia, and 
which, when placed in the regular 
developing solution, turned black be­
fore the picture appeared. When the 
extra chemicals were added they seem­
ed to retard the oxidation formed un­
der the severe climatic conditions, and 
brought out the exposed picture as
