Tvie Frexcu Freer —In the present
state of affairs between the four Powers,
France, Prussia, Russia, aud England,
it wonld be a satisfaction te kzow whe-
ther a sharp cye is being kept on the
ultimate destination of the French flect.
That Prussia is acting in complicity with
Russia there can be no doubt. There
has already been a talk of the Prussidns
demanding, or being abont to demand,
possession of the French fleet as a ma-
terial guarantce. We very earnestly
hope that the Government will allow as
little opportunity as possible for the
carrying ont of amy little schemes of
those astute allies, who may chance to
find that they have outwitted themselves,
if there is a man worth his salt in the
Ministry. Promptitude in a case ke
thie is the very essence of safety, and
we would urge upon the Ministry to
avoid the usual vacillating policy, by
which a Liberal Government has hither-
to contrived te “‘drift"”” us into a war,
out of which a Conservative Government
alone was capable of bringing us out
victorious.

Scouting the idea that there isthe re-
motest reason why we should be squam-
ish in giving defiance to any power that
is @isposed to offend us, we see no rea-
son why we should not supply the wants
of our old ally France, iortring her fieet,
for which she has no present use, as a
deposit for re-payment. Vacillation and
hesitation are alone daigerous at the
present moment. An alliance offensiv®
and defensive with France, at this mo-
ment, would crush Germany and render
Russia impotent. 'We should save the
cost of another war, and eave an ally
who has - acted fairly and manfully by
us.
