Depressing Scene at a Cremation
in Detroit.

Mrs. Perren, Spiritualist, Had Few
Friends There—Doleful Requiem
on & Wheezy Organ.

[Detroit News, Dec. 10.] -

As the hearse and & couple of car-
riages drew up in front of the De-
troit crematorium this morning a
young man commenced playing a dole-
ful requiem on the wheezy reed organ
in the little chapel. The piace was
damp and cold. The rain pelted
against the windows.

It was the body of the aged spirit-
ualist, Mrs. Harriet Klizabeth Perren,
that was to meet its final disposition
here.

Then the entire par-
ty filed down the narrow winding
stairs to the white-walled cellar,
where the superheated oven is located.

All the men of the party were need-
ed to assist in lifting the body from
the casket to the steer car. The wo-
men huddled together in the door, half-
frightened, watching everything, wip-
ing away a tear wccasionally.

A WOMAN FAINTED.

As the body was lifted the gray
head fell back and an arm dropped
from the Mbreast where 1t had been
placed and swung back and forth un-
til the form was safely placed on the
car. One lady turned quickly away
and a moment later fell in a faint.

The casket lid, with its metal plate
bearing the words “At Rest,” stood
against the wall, near a group of floral
pieces left from the last cremation.

Heavy cotton cloths, soaked in a
solution of alum, were wound about
the bedy, and fastened, hiding it en-
tirely from view.

“All ready now,” said- the wunder-
taker.
