last night showed that Firpo was
knocked down seven times in the first
round and twice in the second, that
Dempsey slipped to his knees appar-
ently without being hit when he missed
his first punch, a left hook for the body,
that the champion was dropped to a
crouch after Firpo's fifth knoukd_own
and that the much discussed blow wiich
drove Jack through the ropes was as
much a shove as it was a punch. The
showing was arranged by Leon Brit-
ton, who made the pictures, in his
studio at 251 West Nineteenth street
in the presence of newspaper men, Tex
Rickard, Frank Flournoy and lIke Dor-
an.
» The piztures show clearly the terrific
punishmant Dempsey absorbed just
prior to being driven through the ropes
and after his return. They also make
clear how Dempsey sidled around be-
hind the Wild Bull after knocking him
down, so that Firpo would not be able
see him when he got to his feet.
When the Argentino arose after the
third knockdown Dempsey was upon
him at the very instant he lifted his
hands fiom the floor and Firpo was
still bent doubled when the punch which
dropped him on his back landed. The
South American took a count of nine
on this knockdown. Five times Firpo
was felied to his knees, once he landed
on his back and once he was dropped
to a sitting position, Most of the
punches which put him down were left
hooks. He absorbed terrific body pun-

crouch with a righthanhder, Dempsey
arising without a count.

It was after his seventh knockdown
that Firpo caught Dempsey on the jaw
with a terrific right that snapped his
head back. Three more rights found
the champion’s head before he reached
the ropes. As Dempsey leaned against
the ropes Firpo landed four more times
to the head with damaging punches,
Dempsey being unable to protect him-
self. The fourth right that landed
while the champion was on the ropes
was a terrific clout and Dempsey's
knees buckled. Jack sagged down, and
as his head reached a position just be-
low the topmost strand, Firpo half hit
and half pushed him with a right to the
face, sending him through the ropes.

Thirteen More Rights.

After Dempsey was pushed back into
the ring Firpo hammered him hard,
landing thirteen rights without a re-
turn. That made a total of tWenty-two
righthanders landed on the champi'on
without a retuhrn, starting with the Fir-
po shot over near the middle of the
ring after his seventh knockdown.

The pietures make it clear that some-
times Referee Gallagher failed to keep
Dempsey more than a couple of steps
away from the Argentione after he had
been knocked down.

IN BERKELEY BLAZE

Flames Turn Two Residential

Districts Into Smoking
Wastes.

Berkeley, Cal., Sept. 18.—Fire
Sweeping over the hills east of Berke-
ley late yesterday lald w aste the

Cragmont and Euclid avenue dis-
tricts, destroying at least 600 resi-
dences, within an area estimated at
60 blocks, in one of the choicest resi-
dential sections of the city, with dam.
age estimated at $10,000,000, and ren.
dering homeless approximately 2,400
persons.

No lives are known to have beén
lost, although two stmdents were seen
to plunge into a vortex of fire when
tte rcof of a house upon which they
had climbed collapsed.

Hundreds of frenzied residents fled
fron the burning area as the fire
Swept down the slope of the hilis,
burned its way through the closely
settled ang exclusive district, and
eventually died down to a smolder-
ing ring of flames, encompassing the
entire area which it had devastated.
The proeperous residential section
wae a smoky waste. E

The blaze was one of a series of
forest, brush and grass fires, fanned |-
by strong winds and fed by under-
growth, bakeq to a tinder by pro-
longed summer, which raged in near-
ly every county in Northern Califor-
nia.

Several resorts and

by the flames, which sprang into be-
ing in several instances almost with-
out warning, and quickly spread be-
yond the control of national foresters,
state fire wardens and hundreds of
volunteer fire fighters.
