Melbourne, Australia, Nov. 15.—Tt
was indicated midnight that the
government of Prime Minister Stan-
ley Melbourne Bruce had been re-
turned in the federal genera] elec-
tion with a big majority in the house
of representatives, and a working
majority in the senate.

Figures announced at this hour
gave the gr)vm nment 48 seats out of
a total of 75 in the house of repre-
sentatives, and 27 to the Labor party.
This result will give the government
a majority of 21 in the new parlia-
ment. ‘

The election passed
The result of the senate voting will
be known tomorrow, but the count is
not expected to he completed for two
weeks.

When the commonwealth parlia-
ment was dissolved, the standing of
the parties in the house of represen-
tatives was follows: Labor 29,
Nationalists 27. Country party 14,
Liberals 4, Independent 1. Total 5.

The present government under
Premier Stanley Melbourne Bruce
a coalition of the Nationalists and
Country party.

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WAR STRONGLY CONDEMNED
