Horses are very delleate and liable
to many ailments, and persons owning
them, who are not very familiar with
their nature and requirements, will
find the following suggestiong, con-

Never feed a borse with bay from a
rack located above his head, as a
draught beats down which is injurious,
and the dust is ligble ta injire the
eyed.

Thinning Fruit.

Probably every spring finds us ¢all:
ing attention to this yery important
subject, and wo sometimes foel that
theke is no subjoct upon which we
ever essay to give advice that re.
ceives so little attention. It is diffi-
oult to get people to thin. It seems
to be considered a ¢ruel waste, and
hence wuny fruit.growers permit
their trees and vines to go on over-
bearing year after year, and lose
moncy by so doing. Now there never
was a truer thing said than that it
will pay to thin fruit on the aveyage
tree or vine that is heavily laden with
fruit. It doeg the txce or vine good,
ang the balance of the frait will be so
much larger and finer, that it will
bring in more money than could be
realized if no thinning was done.
Throw away 8ll your preconceived
ideus of wastefuloess and unprofitable.
ness, and enter upon a process of radi-
cal thinning. Just try one season,
and seo if what wo say is not true.
As soon as the fruit bus set begin to
thin, romembering that if you put it
off, a portion of the vigor of the tree
will go into the fruit tbat you finally
take oft and tbus be lost, The object
of thinning, or at least ono object, is
to enyblp the tree to throw ull its
vigor into a less quantity of fruit.

It should be remembered that cul
tare does for soil what it does for peo-
ple. It mellows, brings it up, and
reuders it capable of finor products.

Trim off the dead tips of raspberry
canes, and cut out the last year's
growth if it bas not already been
done. Tie straggling canes to stakes.

Sulphur, coal-oil and lard oil will
clean fowls of lice and scaly legs.
Rub it on the feet and legs, and rub

your greasy hands through the feath-
ers.

A slight bank of earth is very use-
ful whero barbed wire is used as fenc-
ing. It makes a visible obstruction
and prevents stock from being injured
by the barbs.

Mow the thistles wher the stalks
are bollow and just before a rain.
The stalks, filling with water, cause
the roots to decay. This has been
found to be a sure remedy.

If the location of the poultry yards
is obanged once in every twa or three
years -compurative immunity from
disense, espocially those which are
the result of uncleanliness, is secared.

The Husbandman says that the cul-
tivation of any crop that will com-
pletely shade the land, such as squash
or corn fodder sown thick, will kill

every root of witch grass in one sea-
gon.

One of the principal items in good
farming is, a8 much as possible, to
iucrease the fertility of the soil, and
this cun only be socured by turning
everything of value as a fertilizer 10
the hest advantage.

Theo results of experiments conduot.
ed at the Ohio Experiment Station,
showed that tho best yield of gorn
was secured by planting in rows throe
and a half feet apart, with one grain
every eighteen inches.

Give the boys and girls an intefest
in something on the farm. Give them
stock of some kind, poultry what they
cap grow on a patch of ground, some
bees, or something to have and own
and get the products of.

Save the fourth of the milk from
the cow in a separate vessel and pour
it directly in a cream jar. This por-
tion of the milk is sa rich in butter
fats that it well pays to churn it all,
and saves the labour of setting and
skimmiog.

There is always a demand for foath-
ers, and we should utilze what we can.
Quite a large amount are annuslly
tbrown away on farms. Those from
chickens, if selected from parts of the
body covered with fluff, may be uti-
liged as well as those from gecse and
ducks.

Neatness in all the farm arrange-
ments aud operations should be the
pride of the farmer. Straight fences
kept in good repair; gates with all
their hinges in good coundition.
Straight rows of corn and a tidy door
ysrd witness ta the good taste of the
farmer,

Vegetable and animal lives in no
way different principle: there is a
perfect analogy botween the two.
All plants possess real life— they eat,
feel, sleep, breathe and secrete—in
short perform all the functions of sup-
ply, repair, development and repro-
duction.
