person.

MOULDERS' SUPPORT.

At the meeting of moulders held Thursday a reso-
lution was unanimously passed saying that the
union was thoroughly in'sympathy with the carp-
enters on strike, and endorsed their action. They
cxpressed symgnthy with, and approved of the ac-
tions of the other trades unions in their efforts to
j rotect themselves and maintain the rights of free
men and citizens. They also congratulated the
young ladies in the shoe trade, who are striking to
better theic condition, and they pledged themselves
to support them to their utmost power if such sup-
jort be necessary. It was also resolved that the
union strongly disapprove of the biased action of
1he Telegram toward trades unionists, as being un-
worthy of public print, and we pledge our-
selves not to take it or patronize any of those who
advertise in it.
