All such exhibitions with
their William Tell feats, the entire business
of the female trapezist, and the ““leap for
life,” should be forbidden by law. And
managers would serve the public and them-
selves by providing a healthier dramatic
bill of fare than millinery tableaux, profes-
sional beauties, or risky feats that may at
any moment turn farce into tragedy.

These
men brought the woman alone to the
presence of men to hear what the divine
man would say of her, Thesame law they
quoted in judgment agains® her, condemned
the man also to the same death. No doubt
they found it convenient to forget that part
of it and their pharisecism was rightly
cxposed, as it deserved to be,

There is an editorial in the Globe ths
noruing worthy of those olden times,
Women only areto bg hunted and hounded to
the ** dreaded Mercer reformatory ” and out
of the c’'ty. How kindly we must feel
towirds our neighhors to try to force on
them that which detiles ourselves ! Men
are proud of being logical. Now is it
logizal, not to say just, to punish only one
offender in a crime in which two are

cqually implicated ? In reality it is men
who support these houses of ill-fame and
their inmates, Without men and men’s
maney such could not exist. Where do
these women get the §50, $60 or 875 with
which to pay these fines, but from men ?
*“ It is quite poesible to break up the system
altogether and to suppress”’ (or rather do
away with) *prostitution as thoroughly as
any other crime,” so says the Globe It is
true, if set about in a rational way, from
the root of the matter. There is no neces-
sity to persecute such women, it is childish
to do so, while mea hold the cure]n their
own bauds, Let each resolve personally that
his own conduct in this matter will be
pure, and then if they will make a law for
those men who will not so resolve—that
no man under penalty of six months
imprisonment without the option of a fine,
shall visit, frequent, or support such keep.
ers or inmates, and let the police strictfy

and honestly carry out this law and the
thing is done.  These: women, having no
means of support left, will take to such
work as can be got and will then have a
chance of returning to virtuous paths,
This is a plan that has not yet been tried,
Surely those in thorough earnest should be
willing to give it a trial. It has the advac.
tage too of being more manly, more chival-
rous, even to to the weak and fallen, than
the present method.

Government Telegraphy.
From the New York Christian Union,

Mr., F. B. Thurber read an interesting
and valuable paper before the board of
trade of New York city last week on postal
telegraphy. He traces out the advantages
derived in England from the absorption of
the telegraph system by the postoffice de-
partment ; shows bow largely the service

fact, not generally known, that the first
telegraph line from*Baltimore to Washing-
ton was constructed by the United States
government, and protests with effect, be-
cause with justice, against a policy which
has aliowed this' magnificent franchise,
which belonged to the people, and in its
birth was fastered by the people, to pass
into the hands of .monopolists. He esti-
mates the actual expense of constructing
the present Western Union lines at sixteen
million dollars ; the rest of the nominal
stock value, on which dividends are de-
clared. he declares to be fictitious ; the sum
total of the present stock is eighty millions.
We cannot agree with him in his proposal
—if we understand him aright—to pay this
nominal value for the property. - The
Uvited States should make a careful esti-
ma'e of what it would cost to construct a
new telegraph system in conmection with
the postoffice. It should then -offer that
sum to the telegraph companies for their
plant. If they choose to take it, very
good.  If not, then let the United States
progeed to build new lines and operate
them in connection with the postoffice,
The postmasters in all smaller towns can
e'sily perform the telegraphic service for

little or no extra pay ; there will be no in-
terest to pay on the capital invested, for the
people will have iuvested it, The only

charge for telegraphing should be the aclud /

cost of operations, and if it pleases Mr,
Gould to run a rival system 1n competition,
there is no reason why he should not do so
as long as he likes. There is certainly no
resson why people shonld pay three or four
times as' much for old lines as it would cost
them to build new ones.
