EXTRAORDINARY ACCIDENT.

Four Women Choked to Death in France
By Beet-root Pulp.

LiLLg, Jan. 20.—A distressing and extra-
ordinary accident took place this ‘afternoon
at Wambrechies, a small town mnear this
place. It appears that a distribution of
bread was being made to the pooron the
occasion of the funeral of a charitable and
much-respected lady. e intending recipi-
ents of this charity were awaiting their turns
at the door of the Bureau de Bienfaisance,
when 8 large, heavy wagon, filled with
beet-root pulp, which was passing, by
some inexplicable misadventure  was
overturned, the contents fairly over-
whelming and smothering a number
of the people collec au the spot. By-
standers hastened to rénder what aid they
could, but, in spite of all their- efforts, four
women, chok by the beetroot pulp, ex-
pired before they could be ‘extricated from
the semi-liquid mass. Seven or 8 other per-
sons were seriously injured. A heartrending

husband of one of the women who perished,
and his grief on recognizing the dead body
of his wife rendered him delirious. It was
with the utmost ditficulty that his friends
prevented his committing suicide. The acci-
dent has produced the greatest consternation
in the neighborhood, the victims being the
mothers of large families.
