Storage Battery Cars in Amtrnll;.
SYDNEY, Australia, Jan, 30, 1892.
Mr, Arthur W. Jones, Thomson-Houston
Int. Electric Company, Boston, Mass.,
US.A.:

DEAR SIR,—In reference to your request
for information concerning the progress of
electric traction with storage batteries in
Australia I would say that we have no cars
propelled by this method. About four years
ago a car equipped with storage ‘batteries
was given a trialon the Government tram-
ways in Sydney, N.S.W. This trial, which
waus made under the supervision of a Mr.
Pritchard, who had imported tlie car from

~England, was anything but a success, and
the Government would have nothing to do
with it. In Sandhurst, Victoria, a six-car road
was also equipped with storage battery cars.
This road was a failure from the start, ai-
though it was supposed to have the finest
equipTant, that could be procured in Eng-
land; 4 Mr. Ellson of the #rm of Booth &
Ellson, electrical engineers in Melbourne
Vie., having been sent thers by the Sand-
hurst compaay for this purpose. The' road
was sold to another company at a great
loss to the original stockbolders and has since
been changed to a steam road. These trials
have tended to make the Australian public
lose all confidence in traction by this method
and to resort to the trolley system. Two
roads so-.equipped are giving very good
satisfaction.
