New York, Aug. 1.—The charges
made by Florence H. David, a Mont-
real speculator, against the brokerage
firm of Lamontagne, Clark & Co.,were
presented to the grand jury to-day,
after a delay of a year. David’s charges
grew out of a stock deal with the bro-
kers. He alleged that he had deposit-
ed a large block of stock with the
firm as security for margins on stock
transactions. He* declared that the
brokers sold him out at a time when
there should have been a surplus of
$2000, and afterwards watched the
market until the stocks had dropped
low enough to wipe out his property.
When the margins had been wiped out
in this way he alleges the firm tele-
graphed him to put up more margins
or the stock would be sold out. The
stock involved was $7000 worth of
Canadian Pacific. Mr. Nichol said to-
day that the case was simply an or-
dinary commercial transaction in
Wall-street. )

Lady Somerset and Wer Estate Iotel.

London, Aug. 1.—In the Chancery
Court this afternoon Justice Chitty de-
cided a case against Lady Henry
Somerset, who sought to refuse the
renewal of a license for the sale of
liquor in a hotel situated upon her
estate in Relgate.

TRADE IN CANADA,
A Quiet Week in Merchandise at Both
Montreal and Toronto. '

The Daily' Bulletin (R. G. Dun &
Co.) says: .

The trade situation in Toronto is un-
changed. Orders are slow in whole-
sale departments, and in fact the busi-
ness in dry goods for July was much
smaller than the previous month. Re-
tail merchants‘gre pursuing a cautious
policy in placing orders for the autumn
and winter trades. This is being done
in face of strong markets for woolens,
cottons and silks, dealers apparently
preferring to buy when they actually
require the goods. Transportation fa-
cilities are now .80 good that this sys-
tem of doing business can be done ad-
vantageously, and stocks are kept
down to a low point. In hardware a!
fair trade is reported, and the demand
good for harvesting implements. The
fruit season has naturally increased
the demand for sugars, which sell more
freely. The recent rains haye benefit-
ed the spring grains, vegetables and
grazing. The outlook -is fairly satis-
factory. The first logd of new red
winter wheat sold on the Toronto mar-
ket yesterday at 75 centsi If this price
is maintained farmers will do much
better than last season.. The outlook
in Manitoba continuesg highly favor-
able for crops, whichgre early ana
large yields. Business with that pro-
vince will consequently be increased
the- coming sedason.

The. erop conditions in the Montreal
district have been very materially im-
proved by the rain which has fallen on
several days of the week since last
report. Grain, which was getting pret-
ty well scorched, will now have some
chance to fill up, and roots and pas-
tures are much benefited. Trade as a
whole is quiet, and August may Ve
expected:to rule a dull month. The
larger shoe factories are pretty busy
on fall orders, but leather men report
little buying being done. Wool is rath-
er in better request, and some little
advance has been established in both
foreign and domestic. Dry goods trav-
elers are getting home, and the whole-
sale warehouses will likely wear a qulet
aspect for several weeks ; city retail
trade is reporetd almost quieter than
usual. s

ROSA BONHEUR.

The Recluse of Fontainebleau Has Been
a Hard Worker and Still Has Numer-
ous Sketches to Finish.

Rosa Bonheur is another striking ex-

ample of the fact that old age does not
necessarily impair the faculties. The

ardor and the energy of this remark—i
able woman at three-score and twelve

are said to be unabated. She works in-
cessantly,
are told by Ella McKenna Friend, in
The Ladies’ Home Journal, “being to
finish heér numerous sketches before she
finally lays down the brush.” This
writer gives the following delineation
of the renowned artist of animal life
in the seclusion of hefjchateau on the
edge of the forest of Fontainbleau:
“After a life of success. Mlle. Bone
heur is unaffectedness and simplicity
itself. Her face—delicate, pensive, yet
strong withal—is lighted by a charming
smile. Her black eyes are sparkling,
and her white hair, cut short at the
neck, is swept back from a broad brow.

FROM HER LATEST PiHOTOGRAPIIL.
Her small figure is alert and straight,
her voice is clear and womanly, the
firm touch of her hand sympathetic. It
is small wonder that all animals are
swayed by her will.

“At hcme Mlle., Bonheur dresses in
mans’ attire, and as she is seldom seen
by strangers or goes out, her friends
would find it hard to think of her in
anything else than the blue peasant’'s
blouse or velvet jacket, She first adopt-
ed this costume when, as & young wo-
man, she went to make studies at the
abattoirs and horse markets, where a
woman’s costume would have exposed
her to much onpleasantness. The boy-
ishness of her manner and her short
hair made the disguise complete, and
the comfort of the costume caused her
to cling to it.”

When but eighteen years old, Mlle.
Bonheur exhibited at the Salon for the
first time. Her canvases sent each suc-
ceeding year marked steady progress,
and her studies of animals soon began
to be favorably noticed by artists and
art critics. She won successively gold
medals of the third and first class, and
at twenty-seven, her “Labourage Niv-
ernais’” placed her at once in the front
ranks of the profession. It was bought
by the Frnech Government. and is at
present in the Luxemtourg gallery. It
was MHe. Bonheur's “Horre Fair,” how-
ever, that fixed her fame. This pic-
ture was exhibited throughout the
world. We quote further from the ar-
ticle in hand:

“The Empress Eugenie was g great
admirer of Mlle. Bonheur, and desired
the Emperor to bestow upon her the
cross of the Legion of Honor.' Up to
this time, 1864, the decoration had never
been given to a’woman, except for acts
of great bravery. That it should be
given in recognition of talent alone was
opposed by Napoleon’s counselors, and
he was reluctant to bestow it against
their advice.

"buring his absence the next year
the Empress acted as Regent. Her
first act, when she retired to the palace
of Fontainebleau for the summer, was
to drive through the woods to the ar-
tist’s home, and surprising her in the
blue blouse in which she worked, pin-
ned to her breast the cross and bit of
ritbon that made her a night of the
Legion of Honor, the greatest honor in
the. power of the Imperial Government
to bestow.

“In 1893 new honors came to her. In
recognition of her work at the Colum-
bian Exposition the Presidept of the
French Republic advanced ferj to the
grade of Officer of the Legion of Honor,
bestowing an unusudl ahd yet a de-
served honor upon the, most famous
woman painter of her time.”

CATALINA'S PIGEON POST.

Probably the Only Feathered Mail Service
in This Country.

So far as I can learn, the only regular
pigeon post service on this side of the
continent, or the other is that which
bears messages every day in the sum-
mer season between Los Angeles and
the little town of Avalon, on Catalina
Island, and. bears them at a speed which
can be beaten only by the telegraph or
telephone.

The steamers run once a day between
island and ‘mainland,.and once it has
cast loose from the wharf the island,
with a summer population of
perhaps several thousand, is as com-
pletely cut off from the world as though
it were in midocean, and yet the shore
is a scant twenty miles away. The de-
mand for some additional service grew,
Often there were men of affairs among
the visitors, and they were not infre-
quently sore distressed to find means
of communication. I remember hear-
ing one financier declare: “I'd give $500
gladly to get a dispatch to Los Ange-
les; it would be worth $6,000 to me easy.”

It remained for two young men of
Los Angeles, Otto and Oswald Zahn,
to relieve the island visitors and resi-
dents from their embarrassing isola-
tion. This was accomplished by the es-
tablishment of a carrier-pigeon post
between Avalon and Los Angeles. The
service was inaugurated last summer
and conducted for several weeks with
unequivocal success, It war feared at
first that the pigeons, which are dis-
tinctly “land birds,” might hesitate to
fly across so large a body of water; but,
as far as known, there need have been
no cause for anxiety on this point. The
message bearers usually started with-
out delay, arriving at their destization
with a certaintl and promptness almost
incredible. The air-line disance from
Avalon to Les Angeles is about' fifty
miles. This was accomplished by some
of the Catalina flyers in fifty minutes.
From three to four hours is required
to make the trip by railroad and steam-
er.

Last year a considerable revenue was
earned by the forwarding of dispatches
from Catalina by the winged messen-
gers. Small bills posted conspicuously
about the town of Avalon convey the
somewhat startling information to the
irresolute islander that ‘“private mes-
sages and business orders may be for-
warded at any hour of the day, -and,
in connection with the telephone, tele-
graph and cable lines, to any part of
the world.”

The young pigeon fanciers also add to

their income by supplying the daily
press of Los Angeles with the latest
news from Catalina,
—fjast year the Zahns had. not more
than a dozen homers in the service,
and it was found by repeated flyings
at short intervals that the birds to-
wards the end of the season became less
reliable. It is not the flight across the
water that exhausts them, but the
boxing and shipping on the return trip.
The Zahns lofts at Avalon and Los
Angeles number this year nearly 100
birds of high degree, and these will in-
sure constant and efficient service to
and from the island throughout the
summer. \

In a very few instances the birds
have been wounded by pot hunters or
thoughtless sportsmen.—San Francisco
Chronicle.

An Island Lake With Tides.

Russian scientists have lately been
studying the curious island of Kildine,
off the coast of Russian Lapland, and
separated from it by a narrow strait.
This island has a lake that has no vis-
ible connection with the sea, but is
affected by tidal movements. To be
sure, the tides in the lake rise and fall
only a few inches, while those in the
surrounding sea rise and fall several
feet. The periodicity of the lake tides
make it plain that the lake has a sub-
terranéan communication with the sea.

The water on the island is of three
kinds, fresh water from rains and from
brooks at the hipgest points; a little
lower, salt water Jike that of the sea;
at the lowest pdint sea water, sur-
charged with fres sulphuretted hydro-
gen. The fresh water is inhabited by
the animal life usual in the fresh
water of that region. The salt water
has sea creatures, sponges and the
like, while the water surcharged with
sulphuretted hydrogen has neither veg-
etable nor animal life. The phenome-
non of this free sulphuretted hydrogen
has its counterparts in the depths of
the Black Sea, where.the presence of
the gas destroys animal and vegetable
life,

Polishing Granate.

Iron sand is used for sawing and pol-
ishing granite. Its employment ena-
bles machine polishing to be executed
about three times as fast as when set
sand is used, and about 10 times less
is necpssary. The process of manu-
facturing it-is inte;esting. Into an
opening at the top of a fire-brigk cu-
palo, lined with an outer casing ciimn,
are thrown from an elevated stage
coke and scraps of old cast iron.
A fierce heat is kept up in the furnace
by steam-driven fans. The metal when
melted finds its way out at the tottom
of the cupalo down a spout, and a pow-
erful steam blast sends it flying in
white-hot spherical globules into a
brick chamber containing a tank of
cold water. The spherules dropping
into the water causs numerous minute
explosions, The water is run off, the
spherules cbdllected, dried and put
through a series of sieves moved by
steam power, from which akout seven
different sizes are obtained, varying
from fine powder to about the size of
No. 6 shot. The product is then put
into one hundredweight bags for sale.—
American Architect,
