PIE 1S GOOD FOOD. °

Even if the Paste Is Soggy, Chewing
Will Kill Its Terrors.

“In its proper place,” says the New:
York Medical Journal, “pie is not only
a palatable but a nutritious staple, an
excellent vehicle of carbohydrates and
fruit. It is not essentlally indigestible
and demands only pi * mastication
and insalivation to insure lack of dis-
comfort.”

In other words, if we chew ple as
persistently as we chew the rag about
the indigestibility of ple we shall find
it as sweetly digestible as it {s blandly,
delectable. "’

“Ple crust,” this authority goes on to
say, “is only flour and lard, the latter
being replaced usually by chicken fat
by those who object to any form of
pork. Delicacy of manipulation is re-
quired in the making of the crust, and
such delicacy depends paradoxically,
upon great digital strength, for only
the strong have a genuine lightness of
touch.”
