“Canada has performed the strik­

A 
general reaction from a long period 
of rapid development and speculation 
together with a much needed read­
justment of economic conditions had 
set in some time before the war 
came. The war has given sufficient 
opportunity generally to prevent this 
country from sliding to the point to 
which it deserved to slide as a result 
of economic sinning. It is easy to 
be an empty optimist, but the Can­
ada of to-day is dutifully bound to 
be something of an optimist because 
a careful analysis of the situation re­
veals a long line of facts which give 
ample support to that position.

On a Grand Trunk train, a few 
days ago, a Gorman-American, 
traveller for a Cincinnate firm of 
manufactures, surprised his seat 
companion by the vehemence with 
which he declared that he hoped 
Germany would be beaten in the 
conflict. “It sounds strange to hear 
such sentiments expressed by a man 
of German origin was remarked. 
"Perhaps it does,” was the reply, 
“and in all probability if I had never 
been in Germany, I should not feel 
the way I do, but I have had an 
opportunity of witnessing the effects 
qf Prussian officialdom—have been a 
victim of the system in fact—and I 
say the sooner Prussia is crushed the 
sooner will the people of Germany 
enjoy real freedom as we understand 
the term in America.” He went on 
to say that he had three sons and 
that he hoped, in the event of the 
United States being drawn into the 
war, they all would fight against 
Germany.’

Salarie, of the Past «a Compared With 
Those of Today.

Our Imaginations are so nimble In 
this world ol dollars that we have al­
ready ceased to notice the bagatelle ot 
a vaudeville salary ot $3.000 a week, 
such as some of our actresses are said 
to have received. We are already cab 
culntlng on the salary ot the future. 
The salary of the past was not so am­
bitious it was a thing to worry over, 
not to speculate upon.

In the late fifties of the last cenl 
Mrs. Drew and her mother receiV 
$10 a week for the two. Mr. and Mrs,- 
G. H. Gilbert received the same sum. 
At tills time the custom was to give 
two plays a night, with singing and 
dancing between. The regular actors 
also did these specialties. They sup­
plied their own wardrobes as well, and 
as the theater going publie was smaller 
there was necessarily a constant 
change of bill. The $16 was undoubt­
edly well earned.

The first person to receive a salary 
of three figures was Rose Eytinge, the 
most popular emotional actress of her 
time. Her first salary as leading wo­
man had been $26, and at the time she 
considered It a great sum, for she had 
started on the stage at $7 a week.

Hamlet called the players “the ab­
stract and brief chronicles of the time,” 
and indeed In no other business today 
do we find so clearly the characteris­
tics of onr age. No other profession 
is more overcrowded or more of a gam­
ble, yet those members ot it who suc­
ceed in finding engagements should 
have little complaint to make against 
the high cost ot living, with such 
changes in their remuneration within 
onr memory.—New York Tribune.

SOCKS

It is an axiom of war that an army 
wins victories with its feet. Napolean 
knew it and constantly reiterated its 
truth. It is a veracity as unquestion­
ed to day as it was a hundred years 
ago. Because the present world 
conflict is fought largely in the 
trenches is not a reason why it I 
should be allowed to fade into the 
background of our military conscious­
ness. Because this is a machine war, 
because it combines the most modern 
achievements of inventive science 
with the discarded material of the 
Middle Ages, aeroplanes with hand 
grenades, chlorine gas with steel 
arrows, we should not forget that 
the most homely articles of wearing 
apparel are one in importance with 
munitions and even with food. This 
war wifi be won by socks as much 
as by shells.

Socks, more socks and ever more 
socks must be our slogan. You can­
not sit down and-'mend them in the 
trenches. They wouldn’t be worth 
mending anyway. A couple or three j 
days’ wear reduces them to pulp. 
And there is always the fear of blood 
poisoning or the worst of all evils 
for the soldier—sore feet. Then, 
when the great moment of the charge 
comes, the men may be incapable of 
putting forth their best efforts and 
the fruit of perhaps a week of wait­
ing and fighting is lost. Food, in the 
excitement of fight, may be, and has 
been, dispensed with for shorter or 
longer intervals ; footwear is a sine 
qua non, an imperative necessity. To 
paraphrase a classic, between the 
choice of tobacco and socks, our 
watchword should be : Socks et 
praeterea nihil.
