British— Jerealeum, according to 
consular reports, is a growing town, 
foreign Hebrew population has increased 
considerably of late years. This commu­
nity is now estimated at 15,000, including 
native Jews, against 10,000 in 1873. The 
desire to avoid compulsory military service 
now enforced in most European countries, 
and the right of holding real property in 
Turkey, coneeded to foreign subjects by 
the protocol of 1868, probably accounts for 
the increased immigration. The German 
colony at Jersalcum now numbers nearly 
400 persons ; that at Jaffa about 300.

“ I may premise, however, by giving a 

few facts about the Baptist denomination 
in the United States, which are not gene­
rally known in Canada.

The last statistics compiled 
show that there are altogether 23,794 
churches, 15,401 ministers, and 2,133,444 
members.

The 
educational institutions of tbe Baptists are 
not only numerous, but as a rule they are 
well sustained. They have 8 theological 
institutes, 31 colleges, and universities, 
and 49 academies, female colleges, Ac. 
These are attended by 10,422 students, the 
property is vahied at $11,500,000, and 
their endowments amount to $6,000,000."

artillery, 40 ; sappers, 24; cavalry, 80. 
The Duranis have been expelled from 
Candahar. Provisions and ammunition 
are plentiful.

London, Aug. 4.---Of 53 officers of Bur­
rows’ force 21 are killed or missing, 8 
wounded and escaped and 12 arrived at 
Candahar unhurt.

London, Aug. 5.—-A despatch from Vice­
roy Ripon to the War Office, to-day stated 
that he has received a telegram from (Jen.

TUPPER.•consequence 
made by a merchant named Thellusson, of 
Swiss origin, who accumulated a vast 
fortune in London, partly by buying up 
jewels from French emigres at the time of 
the great Revolution. . Mr. Thelluson in­
tended his money to accumulate until it 
would have reached about $700,000,000. 
The Government deeming it undesirable 
that any subject should possess wealth so 
colossal, introduced a bill limiting entail 
to living persons aud twenty-one years 
afterward. This is not much greater than 
the power of entail in New York, and 
almost identical with that in Massachu­
setts . Many estates in and around New 
york—the Lefferts and Rhinelanders, for 
example—are entailed. In England,
hundreds of great properties are completely 
unentailed, and it is purely the custom, 
not the law, of the country which will 

them to be transmitted to the eldest 
Men who are very liberal in politics 

favour the custom, because they think 
that it keeps up the position of a family, 
and that were an estate divided up in the 
next generation none would be the better 
for such division. It is not generally 
understood here that the law in England 
permits a man to leave bis property pre­
cisely as he pleases, and that a Duke can 
leave all to his footman. The estates, for 
instance, of the Duke of Hamilton, pre­
mier Duke of Scotland, were, up to the 
time of his marriage, absolutely 
ed.
