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As Cthers See Us.

Many persons abroad apparently
think that the claims so often made by
usin reference to the fertility and
beauty of this valley are overdrawn,
We ask all such therefore to read what
Dr. Loring W. Puiter, has to say of his
impressions and observations of the
valley as published in the Bridgewater,
(Mass.) Independent : —

To one who has always lived iun
Massachusetts, and is perfectly familinr
with the silex tilled soil, a short visit
to Nova Scotia was a sharp and wonder
ful surprise. | expeeted to see a bet-
ter soil than the one at home, but the
reality was a marvel, Tué soil of the
Annapolis valley is, 8o far as 1 examin-
ed it, is a strong, retentive red clay.
‘I'be general appearance of the land in
iy respects is not unlike some por-
tions of the valley of the Connecticut
river; also, New Jersey, New York,
Pennyslvania, and other portions of
tue United States. Its wonderful fer-
tility did not seem particularly strik-
but exawmination and enquiry
soon brought out the fact of its enor
mous productiveness. The valley of
the Annapolis is, and, so far as I could
jdge, 1 think justly claimed to be the
‘most fertile portion of the continent of
North America. The first work of the
Pilgrims was to build schoolhouses ;
but the first work of the French Cana-
dians was to build dykes. Those old
French dykes are still doing successiul
Jy the work of more than two and one-
half centuries, and produce today two
and onehalf to four tons of English
hay per acre—the average being about
three tons—and never during all this
period, so far as known, have been
manured. I would hardly dare risk
such a statement on one man's word ;
but the same story was told by all, the
soil being about the color of a soft
burnt brick. Those farmers living
near the coast, cut holes in the ice, and
at low tide dig outand cart home to
the barn the mud from the bays and
creeks that are easily accessible, and
use it as we use muck, sand or loam in
our manure heaps. It is stated that
“the result is satisfactory in every case,
the deposits of those estuaries being of
exceeding richness, this deposit being
the same as that of the dyked lands.
All manures here are applied to the up-
lands. The best farms are mentioned
as valued at from $10,000 to $20,000.
Weeds are oconspicious by their ab-
gence; at least they are not as plenty
as with us, and the potato bug is only
known in the books and papers. The
dyke known as the * Wellington'' is
considered the most productive of any,
*the crop being plump four tons to the
acre. Unlike the practice of the best
farmers in Massachusetts, these dyked
lands are pastured after September 1st,
and the presence of cattle seems to do
no harm. If, after a few years, the
‘crop seems to be light, the sod is turn
ed over, and for one year planted to
giain, when it is again planted with
herdagrass, and all without one particle
‘pf manure.

I judge by the results that these
dyked lands are vast deposits of mins
eral manure, where disintegration and
pssimilation by the grass is nicely bal
anced. They sell for from $200 to $400
per acre. The land is all in cultivation
except some parts of the mountain ran-
ges that border the whole north and
south portions of this country. The
srees having been cut and burned on
the land, more or less stumps remain,
and it is plowed and oats sown the
first year. Forty bushels to the acre
is an average Crop, no manure being
used. The second year polatoes are
planted, with a yield of 150 to 200 bus-~
hels without manure. Third year pota-
toes again without manure, and 150 to
200 bushels per acre. The fourth year,
oats ; still no manure, but the crop is
raised of about thirty bushels. The
fifth year, about four cords of manure
are applied per acre, and herds grass
sown, the result being about one and
one half tons of hay. This description
applies to the uplands, the dyked lands
being those formerly covered by the
sen. There is one peculiarity of tbe

eople that | noticed that seemed to

e 1n universal use; it was the barn-
ing of all kinds of wood rubbish in a
henp on the side of the road, in the
‘dooryard, or in the field, the ashes be~
ing carefully saved and applied to the
Jand in cultivation, The sireet gut-
ters are cleaned out and carted to be
Jaru yards. Whatever it may be to
thém, it would be & yaluable manure
for Massachusetis soils.

But this letter is too long now, and I
must bring it toa close. After haying,
it might pay some Plymouth County
farmers if they would visit the beauti~
ful Annapolis valley and see the gar-
den of North America. [t would do
them good, physically and mentally.
It would correct, to some extent, their
jdeas of the men and. women of this
province, formerly settled to quite an
extent by people from this State. They
would, as I bave before indicated, see
the most charming country in the
world, with free schools quite up to
pur standard in gnality, and with long-
er terms. They would see a people in
terested in, and kind to the stranger,
and they would return with different
ideas of farming in general, and of
Nova Scotia in particular. The cost of
going and returning is a trifle—about
810 —and the Annapolis line of Boston
steamers is the best way.

— If we may judge by the circular
for July, lately issued by Dun, Wiman
& Co., the business of this country and
of the United States, is not in as good &
condition as appearances seem to indi
cate. Attention is called in the cir-
cular to the increase of failures in the
past six years. In the Un ted States
the failures during the first half of
1883, exceed by 1,038 the number of
the corresponding period of 1882. Im
1883 the liabilities are $66,000,000
ngainst $50,000.000 in the first balf of
1882; and $40,000,000 in the first
half of 1881. In Canada for the first
half of this year, 687 failures were re-
gorded with linbilities of $8,549,000
against 371 during the same period of
1882, with liabilities of $4,116,500, and
against 349 with liabilities of $3,002,858
for the corresponding period in 1881,

Messra, Dun, Wiman & Co., say that
the result of the last six months of

husiness have not “ been vearly as sat-|

isfactory as there was good reason to
éxpect.”” “The losses by bad - debts,
and the expensiveness of doing busi
ness,”’ have gone far to “ obliterate the
margin of gain.” * There is aderange-
ment in our commereial and financial
system which it is difficult to account
for.”
' Considerable allowance undoubtedly
must be made for the large number of
new and inexperienced traders who
ate continually rushing into business.
and not having sufficient ocapital
ar the proper amonnt of men~
tal ocapacity for business which
goes so far to counterbalance want of.

Every year records instances of many
such failures, and yet the example in
no wise deters the numbers who ever
stand ready to doubly fill the gap. New

established, consequently the number
business establishments are corres-
poundingly increased, and: the nuwber
of failures extend over a much larger
extent of country every year. As an
instance of this, many failures occur-
red in Winnipeg this year, of tirms that
sprang up almost like mushrooms durs
ing the boom, and baving little or no
capital to back them up, when the pro-
mises of last year bore so little fruit,
they were obliged to close their shut.
ters after an ineffectual struggle
against the tron fate of circumstances.
Quite a npumber of failures in
the upper part of this County, and the
lower part of Kings, took place daring
last year, within a short period, We
do not think, however, that the num-
wor of failures among our business
men in this county, have baen much in
excess over previous years; but
altbough we have no figures at comv
mand, we think the aggregate amount
of liabilities is considerably larger.

— The death of the Hon. William
Elder, of St. John which took place on
Monday, 23rd inst., was heard with
deep sorrow throughout the two pro~
vinces, and leaves a blank diffioult to
fill. The immediate cause of his death
was undeoubtedly the result of overtax:
ing his brain, in giving that energetio
supervision to his multifarious duties
of journalist, statesman-and oitizen for
which he was ever noted. Honors
crowded thick and fast upon him, dur-
ing the last few years of his life, and
though apparently in good health the
constant strain upon his strength was
more than he couli bear. Mr. Elder
was born in Malin, County Donegsl,
Ireland, July 22ad, 1882; was educated
for the ministry, and preached in New
Brunawick for some years; but in 1856
he entered the Held of journalism, which
be ever afterwards occupied. I[n 1875
he entered the New Brunswick House
of Assembly, and this year he was calls
ed to the office of Provincial Seoretary ;
subsequently he was appointed Presi-
dent of the Board of Agriculture, and a
few weeks ago the honorary degree of
D. C. L. was conferred upon him by
the University of New Brunswick. He
was & man of sound education, and was
an easy speaker and graceful and for-
cible writer. His funeral took place
on Thursday, and was one of the larg-
est ever witnessed in St. John.

twenty.two persons killed and four-
teen wounded by a collision aocident
on the Rome, Watertown and Ogdens-
burg Railroad at Careleton, N,Y,; and
by an explosion in a mine at Cattans
iselta, Sicily, 35 miners oul of a total of
70 lost their lives.

The
prospects of fruit are very disconragicg—
the estimate may safely be placed at one-
quarter crop in the county—the late
keeping varieties,such ag Nonpareil, Van-
divicr, Greening, &c.,arc nearly a total
failure, whilst Gravensteing, King of
Tompkins County, Baldwins and Ribston
Pippin give promise of a fair yield; small
fruits a partial failure.”’

Of Wilmot, Mr, A. B, Parker says ; Hay,
hardly average; Apples almost a failure.
Corn, Indian, fair prospect; sweet, being
planted late does not look so well. Pota-
toes, excellent, prospect; Root Crops in
general promise an average yield.

Of Clarence, Mr. Elliott reports
about the same condition of erops as in
Wilmot.
