Dairy Hints.

One of the main points in- cheese-making
which nevertheless is not under the control
of the cheese-maker, is the care of the cows,
their feeding and milking. According to
old notions, milk had some inherent quality
which caused it to sour, but this had been
proved to be incorrect, for it has been found
by experiment that milk from a healthy cow
thoroughly protected from the air will keep
indefinitely, it therefore should be the object
of every dairyman to protect the milk as
much as possible from any contaminating
influence. Cleanliness is one of the essentials
to good milk, both while milking, as well as
n the stable or milking yard, for milk read-
ily assimilates any odor or bacteria which
may be floated in the air. After milking,
the milk should be thoroughly aired, either
by some of the different machines made for
that purpose, or by pouring it slowly from
one vessel into another, so that the odor may
have a chance to escape, and also to cool the
milk to the temperature of the atmos-
phere. In very hot weather it is advis-
able to place the can containing the milk
in cold water to bring it to the atmos-
phere or a little lower, but not to leave it
long in the water after reaching this tem-
perature, for if cooled much below this and
left standing in the water, the surface of the
milk acts as a condenser drawing the very
germs into it which cause it to spoil.

It used to be the opinion of many that the
quality of the food given to a cow made very
little difference, that all that was necessary,
was to fill the cow up on straw or gnything
else, in fact, some would have filled their
cows up on sawdust if it were possible to
exist on such a ration, but it has been proved
beyond doubt that it pays to feed a cow well.
Turnips—considered objectionable by some
on account of the danger of giving a flavor to
milk—if fed judiciously immediately after
milking, will leave no taste whatever in the
milk. Good ensilage may be fed with profit
if it forms part of a properly balanced ration.
Cows should be treated as gently as possible,
for anything that irritates her, not only de-
creases the quantity of milk given but also
the amount of butter fat, and gives to the
milk a flavor which will injure its keeping
qualities. No factory should be built where
an abundance of good water cannot be ob-
tained, not only for factory uses, but also
for the cows, and it should be a rule not to
give them any water that is unfit for human
uses. In some cases it has been found that
a cow will drink from a stagnant pool in pre-
ference to a clear spring, but this is probably
on account of the water in the spring being
too cold, as very cold water hurts their
teeth and gives them a pain in their head.
It may be laid down as a rule that good but-
ter or cheese cannot be made from cows that
have been allowed to drink impure water.
(Cows should be salted regularly, not in the
way it used to be done as a kind of religious
duty on a Sunday afternoon, maybe once in
two or three weeks when the cows almost
make a stampede in their eagerness to getit,
but it should be placed where they can have
free access to it at pleasure.

The surroundings of the factory should be
well looked after, permitting nothing to re-
main which might give rise to any offensive
odors, and everything inside should be kept
as clean as possible, for nothing will strike
a patron so unfavorably as as dirty cheese-
maker or a dirty building. At the majority
of factories the whey-tank could be smelt
for a long distance, it being in such a filty
condition. Whey tanks if possible should
be elevated to facilitate their cleaning out
frequently. The milk wagons should be
washed off, as the milk splashed upon them
from time to time forms a hotbed for the
growth of the germs which spoil the milk.
Old rusty cans should never be used to car-
ry the milk in, as the iron coming in con-
tact with the tin gives to it an objectionable
taste, and the cover should be pushed down
to the milk to prevent splashing and churn-
ing in the cans. - Cloths around the covers
should never be used.

—The continuous ‘upwnrd tendency in the
price of flour now, .after the unusual low
prices of that article for the past two years
naturally leads to anuiry as to the cause of
the present buoyant market. There are sev-
eral reasons for the change, among which
may be named the inclination of the farmers
in the wheat growing areas to sow less of it
and turn their attention more to mixed farm-
ing which promises more satisfactory results.
The fact is well established that at the prices
at which wheat has been held for the past
two years that the growers of that staple
article of food did so at a real loss to them-
selves. No farmer or number of farmers
will willingly continue to grow wheat orany
other farm product at a loss if an opportun-
ity presents itself for a betterment of his or
their condition in a change. Another cause
for the raise in the price of wheat is that some
of the great wheat-producing countries give
evidence of a very considerable shrinkage in
its production, through shortage of crops,
etc. Owing to the very low price of flour
the farmers of the maritime provinces for the
past year or 80 have to a very great extent
given up the raising of wheat becausethey find
it more profitable to turn their attention to
something else. These provinces down here
by the sea are much better adapted for mix-
ed farming than along the line of any single
industry. It would be well for all farmers
to carefully examine the conditions in which
they are placed as it will be found that in
one locality dairy work would be the most
profitable, in another the raising of cereals,
another the cuitivation of root crops would
produce.the best results, and so on along
other lines the intelligent farmer will find
ample scope for the exercise of his powers.

The Future of the Negro.

The Rev. Dr. Thirkild, of Garrison Insti-
tute, Atlanta, spoke on the future of the
negro at the New England Conference of the
African Methodist Episcopal churches, held
at Boston on the 9th inst., as follows: ¢ The
future of the race,” he said, *is largely un-
der the direction of the ministry and leader-
ship over the people. The negro has the
basis of genuine manhood. He has gained
the highest encomiums of the people of the
South by his fldelity to duty. The negro,
by his industrial energy, has proved his
right to take his place in the march of our
modern and industrial and educational life.
The whole power of the negro is centered in
the church. It has been his social and po-
litical power. A change is coming on.
Comfortable homes attract. The people
will not listen to a man who pounds the
Bible. They have been taught to think.
The young generation is reading the papers,
and you must have educated, trained and
conscientious ministers.”

Bright Crop Prospects in the Canadian West.

Winnipeg, Man., June 10.—Crop reports
have be=n received from nearly every station
on the Canadian Pacific Main and branch
lines, from Red Deed to the Rocky Moun-
tains. The story th:iy tell will be gratifica-
tion to all. The verdict is unanimous that
the crops were never so far advanced at this
date in any previous year, and the prospects
for an tb\lmfnnt harvest prevail throughout
the whole of Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories, where cereals are grown. The
frosts of last month, according to the testi-
mony of farmers, and they should be the
best judges, have been a benefit, havin,
strengthened the roots of the wheat us
made them stool out better than if there had
been no check to the early vegetation.

Considerable inquiry has developed the
fact a dangerously large proportion of well-
to-do and respectable mothers share the feel-
ings of the two who have been described.

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It is Well to Remember

That a small vegetable knife with a sharp
point is a handy kind to have to pare fruits
and vegetables with.

That apples are dusty even before they are
picked from the trees. They accumulate
dust from being handled, from travelling,
and various other ways.

That one of the best ways of preparing
apples for any purpose is to cat them in
quarters before pariug, as the core is more
casily taken out, and decayed pieces cut out.

That snap beans are much nicer cut fine
with a knife than when snapped in two or
three pieces as some prepare them. They
need a generous piece of butter when ccoked.

That a baked custard is one of the casiest
things to make, and one of the easiest to
spoil in baking, if left toits own devices. It
must be made of fresh materials, and bakes
better in a shallow dish than in a deep one.

That fruits for the table, apples, pears,
plums, oranges and peaches, should be wiped
with a clean cloth, grapes looked over and
washed lightly, red spiders are often found
on peaches, spiders on grapes.

That all greea vegetables as a general rule
should be cooked as soon as gathered. Es-
pecially is this true of peas and corn. The
former loose their sweetness very soon, and
should be put into rapidly boiling water,
(salted), boiled uncovered, if you wish the
green color to remain; a teaspoonful of sugar
to a quart of peas flavors them nicely, a
generous piece of butter added when cooked.

Directions for 8terilizing Milk.

Provide six or eight half-pint bottles, ac-
cording to the number of times the child is
fed during the twenty-four hours. Put the
proper amount of food for one feeding in
cach bottle and use a tuft of cotton batting
a3 a stopper. Have a saucepan that the
bottles can stand in conveniently. Inverta
perforated tin pie-plate in the bottom and
put in enough water to come above the milk
in the bottles. Stand the bottles on it;
when the water boils draw the saucepane to
a cooler part of the stove, where the water
will remain near the boiling point but not
actually boiling. Cover the saucepan and
let the bottle remain in it one hour. Put
them in the ice-box, or a cool place in win-
ter.
