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a Psalm sung, the Bishop preached from Gen. i. 1, the text|
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being taken from the first lesson of the day, and applied por-
tions of his subject to the peculinr sitnation and circum-
stances of his hearers. There were two Englishmen pre-
sent, one from Dorsetshire, the other from the north: they
spoke, not without feeling, of the time when they had the
Chureh, as it were,at their own doors and its services were
constantly and fium¥arly within their vench Mr. Hellmuth
makes the effort to visit this and the Seoteh settlement, when
circumstances permit hin, upon rare occosions, to be spared
from Sherbrooke, In settlements thus situnted, there is no
opportunity of preparing the youth for conflirmation, hut by
the blessing of God vpon the eflorts ol the Church, it must
be hoped that some regnlar, even though it be a very sparing.
provision will e made for the ease.  ‘Flie Bishop returned
to dine at Mr. Jellnnth’s and preached, in the evening, to
a large congregation, in Sherlirooke Chureh, from Ps. xxix.
4, after which he returned with Mr. Nicolls to Tennoxville.

shantics, occupied by labourers, hiave been erceted by the roud.
side. "The clergymen of the Church, both at Sherbrooke
and Lennoxville, have paid attention to the spiritual wants
of this transient popu'ation, which, in not u few instances,
appears to have been thankfully apprecinted.

A Sewing-Society has been established at Sherbrooke, un-
der the auspices of Mrs, Hellmuth—and, in one year, a sum

exceeding £70 has been raised by the profits of this indus- |

trious institution, towards the liquidation of a debt upon the
Church. The Sunday Schoolat Sherbrooke is in a flourish-
ing condition. At Lennoxville, besides what is done sue-
cessfully on the spot, the studentsof” the College have lieen
in the habit, for several years past, of forming and presiding
over different Sunduy Schools in the circumjacent settle-
ments.

On Monday the 9th Feb. the Rev. C. P. Reid came over,
in the latter part of the day, from Comypton, to_take the Bi-
shop back with him. The distance is ten miles; and, hav-
ing passed on their way, a school-house where Mr. Reid
holds full service every Sunday, between the services at his
two churches, and from the congregation attending which,
seven of his candidates for Confirmtion were drawn, they
were greeted by Mrs. Reid, upon their arrival, at 10, p. M. in
Compton Village.

On the day following, the Confirmation was held at the
Church,and a very good congregation attended. The singers
were assisted in their performance by n small melodion.
Seventeen persons were counfirmed.  The Bishop founded
his addre: them, which was combinec in one with the
sermon for the congregation, t:pon the 5th verse of Psalm 30,
the first of the Psalms for the day.

His Lordshipalterwards visitod a respectable family of the
name of Kendrick,in the villize, upon the invitation of the
grandfiather, now nearly an octogenarian, a devont commu-
nicant of the Church, who resides with his son. The melo-
dion in church was played by one of his grand-daughters.
In the cvening, Mr. Reildrove the Dishop over to preach in
the neat litile chnrchat Waterville, about six miles ofl’in the
same township, where they were met by a congregation of
from 75 to SO persuns.  Parts of the service are here chanted,
the lead in this performance being taken by a Mr. Mattherw
Henry, an industrions mechanic of the place, who is inde-
fatigable in every exertion which he can make, in every
shape, for the work of the service in the house of the Lord.
The Christmas decorations still remained in this church, al-
though Septuagesima Sunday had passed, Mr, Henry having
heen unwilling that they should be removed till after the
Bishop's visit. His Lordship preached from Ephes. vi. 13-18,
He réturned afterwards with Mr. Reid to Compton Village.
At this place & new chureh is projected on account of the
inconvenient situation of the present cdifice which stands
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out of the village, nupon 2 bleak eminence.  Mr. Reid is pre-
pared to give u site, which is already of some value, and,
prospeetively, of much more, in the prineipal village street.

On Wednesday the 11th, Mr, Reid drove the Bishop to
Charleston jn Hatley, the Mission of the Rev. H. G, Burrage,
A rapid thaw was going on, necompanied by rain, and the
roads were in suceh u state that the drive of seven miles oc-
cupied three hours, There was, however, a congregation of
100 or more persons in the ehureh,  The service was held at
2 o’clucls, und the infint child of' My, Burrage, the first 1ssue
of his marringe, was baptized by the hands of the Bishop,
afler the secund lesson, — Nine persons were confirmed, three
who had been prepared, having been disappointed by causes
of anurgent natre.  The singiug of the metrical Psalm
was well perturmed,  The Rev, C. Jackson, the retived Ree.

Thwsday 12th. In the flourishing village of Stanstead, 14
miles from Chadeston, the Church of England has a slender hold ;
but her few members enjoy the henefit of constant service, in a
hired room fitted up temporarily for the, purpose, by means of an
j afternoon Sunday visit from Mr, Burrage, after his morning ser-
vice at Charleston.  Although there was no Confirmation at this
place, the Bishep placed himself at the disposal of Mr. Burrage to
visit the congregation aml preach to them on a week-day, and
they accordingly went over,  On the way, they stopped to visit a
young woman cvidently in a state of consumption, who hag been
prepared for the confirmation at Charleston, but on account of the
bad roads and weather, could not venture out ; and it had happen.
ed, by the will of God, thatshe had been disappointed, upon a pre.
ceding occasion, in a similar way.,  They were received, at Stan-
stead, atthe hospitable house of Lieut. Thompson, R. N., Coltector
of TL. M. Customs on the spol ; and afteran early dinner, went to
the place of worship—but the congregation hzd all given up the ex-
pectation of secing them, an account of the desperate condition of
the roads, and thuse only were assembled who were within reach
of learning in time their actual arrival.  They amountedto 25
persons.  After the prayers and a psalm, his Lordship preached
to them from Job xxii, 21, 22,

It isdifficult to conceive any thing more melancholy than the
general state of Religion in this township. A very great portion
of the inhabitants are said to frequent no place of worship what-
ever : of those whodo, the majerity attead universalist teachers,
who deny the existence of Satan, the coming of the day of doom,
and the doctrine of future punishiaent, declaring that all mankind
will be saved and glorified hereafter, whatever may have been
their belief or their practice upon carth. A vast portion of the
people are unbaptized. A rvespectable-looking (although net
architecturally a handsome) Congregationalist meeting-housejin the
village has been shut up ; and that belonging to the Wesleyan Me-
thodists, of a similar appearance, is reported to be very thinly
attended, the desertion of the hearers still increasing, The resi-
dents originally of the Church, continue in their adherence to her,
and profit by the ministrations affurded to them—but their number
(as has beer seen) is exceedingly small indeed. Similar charac-
teristics unnappily attach to some surrounding tracts of country.
Faith, prayer and patience, with zeal and wisdom to take advan-
tage of any door which may be opened by the hand of God, are
the part leftto the friends of the Gospel. The Churah of Rome
has lately acquired a large building in the villaga of Stanstead,
which has been converted into a church for the benefit of Lier
follovzers. .

The Bishop and Mr. Burrage rcturned to Charleston the same
day. Theroadshad beenso broken up by the thaw, although it had
begun to frecze the night before, thatthe horse often could not keep
foofing upon it, and fell off the edge into the deep snow whenit
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
