St. Ma1rnew’s Misston, PeErL River, TFeb. 1o. ** Since leaving
Toronto I have not written you su i scarcely hnow where to begin.
We had a safe and pleasant journey in and it was not so trying as I
expected. I think the g3 miles drive in a waggon from Ldmonton to
Athabasca Landing was the worst part of the way. In the open buats
on the Grand Rapids it was not su bad as we had fine weather, We
had anothier rough ride a1 Fort Smith portage. but it was a short one,
16 miles or so, then we had the ivariety of the steamers at times,
which I rather enjoyed as I was not at all sea sich.  There are many
delays on the way, I think it was just as well thongh, as it gave us an
vpputtunity of getting thoroughly rested. At Grand Rapids [sland
we had a stay of over a week, waiting till the guods were taken across
the portage.” Idid as I pleased here, nothing to buther me except the
mosjuitoes. I thought then that they were very bad but the eaperi-
ences I've had since have shown me that Grand Rapids mosquitoes
were few in number and of a mild dispusition.  When thinking of this
place une naturally thinks of ice and cold, but rarely of the estreme
heat and mosquitves. The cold has nut buthered me very much,
even now, I go for walls with my hasband and enjoy beiny out with
the thermometer 30 or 40 degrees below zero. It has been down in
the sisties this winter.  On the iyth December our dailing baby was
born. We have not had her out yet but her father is talking of get-
ting a * Husky ™ suit made for her so that he can take her out. When
Igo for my walks I always wear my dearshin sait, I amnow learning
to snowshoe. Mr. Young is well and has learned to drive the dogs.
He hauls woud and ice with them, we melt ice for houschold use. In
the fall it is cut in slices and left ready to hanl. We are very glad to
have Mr. Young with us.
