The following is an cxtract from the letter of
e Corresondent of The Tymes 1t appenred on
March 16, and was dated ¢ Victoria, Vaucouver's
Island, January 26th *:—

*The new Bishop has bheen here for threo
weeks.  His fame as an ablo and efficient pastor
had preceded him, and insurcd him a kind and
hearty receptivn.  Ifis presence, social inter-
course, and the performance of his sacred duty
havo confirm d the estimate wo had formed by
veputation of his character Hohna been oxceed-
ingly well received by all classes of Protestants—-
Dissenters ns well as Churchinen,  Much of the
favourable impression which the Bishop has made
is due to his very candid declaration from the
pulpit, on the first Sunduy after his arrival, that
his Church i« sclf supporting, and unconnccted
with the State Heo threw himself boldly and
confidently upon the affections, zeal, and good
feeling of tho laity, for the future maintenance of
religious instruction; and, ns & large mnajority of
the people isaverso to State connexion, the decla-
ration has had the desired effect.

My own idividual opinion is of no weight or
impartance, but Tsball nut commit mysolf entirely
to these sentiments. They are very pleasing
theory, and, ns a general principle, have much to
vecommend them., 1 think, however, that a
moderate endowment in real property in aid of
religion, where, as is the casc here, it can be
done without any injustice to existing intcrests,
is a duty incumbent on the State; such endow-
ment not to bo limited to tho Chuich of England,
This done, the further future support of every
Church might, with n good grace, be left to tho
members of cach persunsion,

A clergyman who knows his part well, and
plays it, will find support uunder the voluutary
system, but I bave yet to learn that thie system
posgesses vitality and attraction sufficient to in-
duce tho education, training, and devotion of such
a body of learned men as the Church of England
draws, ander State cndowinent, to her scrvice.
Having scen much of the voluntary system,
where it exists on a large scale, I cunnot hesitato
to declare that it has not yet produced, andis
nrt preparing, an educated body of clericnl gen-
tlemen in any part of the world which comes up
to the standard I havo mentioned. There is much
practical philvsuphy in Sydncy Smith's doctrine
of ¢prizes’ in the Church."—CA. Chroncle.
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
