That the work entrusted.to them by the Grand Division has
been pursued during the past three months with vigor and
efficiency, by Brother R. M. Barratt, who has been performing
a tour of the western counties. Brother B. has passed through
Lunenburg, Queens and Annapolis ; and is now on his way
