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tion. Our daughters must enter upon married
lifo ‘not because there is nothing else for them
to do, but because they feel that the life offers
to théra the fullest opportunities for usefulness
as wellas for happiness, The attitude of
society toward marrigge, toward all questious
of the relutions of the sexus, is muinly delermin-
ed by womeu. Women have won for thom-
selves liberty to be educnted for work. Those
who fought that battle, through difficulties
of which the rising generation have no idea, did
not fight it that liberty should be turned into
license. What women may legitimately de-
mand is only “froedom to choose that bond
which shall multe their actions coherent,” Be-
licve me, wo women—young middle-uged, and
old alike—need a stronger conviction of the
reriousness of our own individual lives. The
infloence which our sex gives usis already
great, the influence, which women have bad in
the past through their purity, their innocence,
their refinement, was no doubt great. But the
influence which we may have if weo will add to
thesc the consciousness of a serious purpose in
our lives will be fur grouter. We do not wish
1o be sofa cushions or even props to men; but
we wish to work by their side, bringing cach
our own particular gifts to aid in that great
work of the redemption of the world in which
our Masler suffers usto be His fellow laborers,
(Appluuse.)

THE TENACITY OF CHILDISH ERRORS.

It must be within the experience of almost
all men 1o look back in utter astonishment at
the quaint, not to say idiotic, mistakes they
made a8 children in misunderstanding wards
and phrases thut they heard in their earliest
loasons, It is astonishing, moreover, how long
these mistales of intelligence hold their own,
and refuse, so to say, to be rcconsidered. The

best illustration of this is the frequently fulse
interpretations attached by children to the
liturgios and the Scriptures from which they
have receivod their most Jasting and most use-
ful impressions, To our childish mind the
words secemed to mean something or other
which no sane man would even have talen them
to mean, and when once the falre idea had
tiemly taken root it never occurred to us to
question our childish interpretution uutil many
yours luter, when all of a sudden, perhaps, it
dawns upon us that the compilers of our
liturgy did not write pure nousenso, or with a
secrot binsh ur an open smile we put away the
chidish thing for good and all. For yeurs a
cortuin boy in the West of England uscd to re-
peat the Lord’s Prayer thus: ¢ Our Futher we
chart in heuven.” He hud learnt to reud, but
having learnt the prayer by hourt betore learn-
ing to reud, he did not huppen to study the
Lord's Praxer in print until one day he perceiv-
ed the wurds ‘which aurt,’ in place of the nc-
customed *wu churt’ which no doubt he
imagived he had seen a hundred times. He
gravely came home and informed his sister that
her bouk, which be had been using, had s curi-
ous misprint in every -case where tho Lord’s
Prayer vccurred.

Many children, wo fancy, are puzzled by ‘the
Seriprure moveth us in sundry places,’ The
word ‘Sunday’ for ¢ sundry’ is an easy substi-
tution, und even if the. meuning of * sundry’ be
known, the interpretation is nut alwaya clear,
We know of a geatlsman, now in the yellow
leuf of lite, who dcclares thut he hus slwuys
understood the words to mean *the Scripture
moveth us wherever we muy be, whelber in
London or in the cuuniry, or at ~ea, iu sundry
places, -in short, 10 acknowledge and confess,
&e. More amuring than tbis is the mi-ap-
prebension which & liule girl once fell into of
the words ‘ A General Contession,” the rubrical
dirgction immediately following the Exhorta

tion. She resd it © A General Confusion;' and
as ovorybody knelt down, and there was n con-
siderable rustling of dresses and shuilling of
foet at this time, she supposed it was done in
tho desire to oboy orders. Weurs not sura that
she did not do her hest to add annecessary
noise and stir in kneeling down in order to
make up for those who weore indifferent and
careloss about their duly, A more profound
mistake may be extracted from the words of tho
morning Coliect for peaco: ‘In knowledge of
whom standeth our eiernal life.” I[n everycon-
siderable handful of churchgoors, we will vent-
ure to say there is one at least who has alwuys
tulten these words to mean that ‘oureternal
lifo, or our life in thefuture world as distinct
from our life here, stands rovealed before God
in his omniscience,’ * In whose knowledge-1e.,
in God's knowledge—standeth our future lite.’
Of course this implies ae unscriplural view of
what eternal lifeis; but it is not given to every
one to connect the Collect directly witn St.
Jobn's Guspel (xvii. 3.) There are probubly
few, if uny, Koglishmen who can support. a
friend of the writer's in his misrepresentation
of the simple response in the Litany—' We bo-
gocch Thee to bear us, good Lord,"  Aw & little
boy he regulurly understood the choir and con-
gregzation to suy—* Wo besecech Then to hear
our school law;' and 1t was a matter of some
concern to him that only for their own sehool-
rules wus nupplication made, and not for the
rules of any other purish school, It did uot
seam quite fair..

The Psalme afford countless opportunities
for blunders of interpretation; butl at present
we can but recall the case of one who wus de-
claiming against the unintelligibility of them as
1 whole, and cited asan instance verse fourteen
of Psulm lxviil.: * When the Almighty ecatier-
ed kings for their sake; then were they as
white a8 snow 1o Salmon.” *‘ Who ever Lieard
of enow in salmon?' he asked, indignanuy ;
*salmon in snow one conld undersand, but snow
inside a tish is perfectly ridiculouns,’

.is o besuiitul little shrine and a lasiing and

lovely monument of what can be accomplished

by & band of cupable and zealous workers,

Like an inconse cloud, their good deods u.n&
alms rise acceptubly to the throno of the King
of Kings.
