The chairman dslivered an sloquent and
appropriate address on the suhject of home
manufactures, and stated the aims and objects
of theassociation.

Immediately after the conclusion of the
chairman’s addreas two detectives entered the
room and a<ked, *Who is the Secretary " and
then advanced to the table and asked again
for the Secretary, but were informed that he
was engaged. Oae of the detectives had a
printed form in his hand, and said he had a
notice for the Secretary. :

Mr, Mangap, who was acting as secretary
pro tem., asked the detective to state the
name of the body of which he required the
secretary.

PROPOBAL TO CONFER THE FREEDOM OF THE
CITY ON THEAM—TIE MOTION LOST THROUGH
THE OHAIRMAN'S CASTING VOTH..

- A ppecial meeting of the Dublin Corpor-
atlon was held on 'Tuesday in thze City Hall
for the purpose of considering tho foilowing
resolution, of which notice had been given by
Councillor Gray, M.P.:—

“ That tho honorary freedom of the city be
conferred upon Charles Stowart Parnell, M.P.,
and John Dillon, M.E.”

"The circnlar convening the mesting was

The Lord Mayor, after 3 moment’s consulta-
tion with the Town Clerk, during which there
wai a great deal of suppressed cxcitement,
said—>Nince the gentiment {3 equally divided,
it becomes my duty to vote now as I voted
before, ngainst the resolution.

This decision was greeted with a storm of
indignation fecling, In a few moments the
council chamber was empty.
