Legality of the procedure followed to date for the
Annexation of Notre-Dame-de-Gréces.

To the Chairman and Members of the Annexation Com-
mittee.
Gentlemen, g

Al a meeting of your Committee, held the 8th instant, the
following resolution was adopted:

“Resolved: That all the procedure followed to date by
“this Committee in connection with the Notre-Dame-de-Gra-
“ces annexation, be submitted to the Law Department, and
“that a report be asked, as to the legality of said proce-
“dure.”

In order to jusjify the opinion hereunder given, we have
taken communication of the documents hereunto annexed
to wit:

(a) A duly certified copy of a petition and of a protest
from electors who are proprietors of the town of Notre- .
Dame-de-Graces, sent to the mayor and aldermen of said
municipality, asking if the Council did not think it was
in the general interest to negotiate with the City of Mon-
treal in order to annex the whole municipality; moreover,
protesting against the proposed annexation to Westmount
of a part of the town of Notre-Dame-de-Graces;

(b) Extract from the minutes of the municipal council of
the town of Notre-Dame-de-Graces, dated the S8th of July,
1907, at whizh meeting the petition and protest above men-
tioned were read, and during which a motion asking for
the appointment of a Committee to confer upon couditions
of annexation to the City of Montreal, was rejected on the
chairman’s casting vote.

(¢) Petition from proprietors who are electors of the town
of Notre-Dame-de-Graces, stating that a large majority of
proprietors who are electors of said municipality were fa-
vorable te the annexation to the City of Montreal:

(d) Copy of a letter from Mr. J. E. Gauthier, in his ca-
pacity of secretary of the Annexation Committee, dated the
20th of October 1907, informing the mayor and the secre-
tary treasurer of the municipality of Notre-Dame-de-Gra-
ces, that the Amnnexation Committee had considered a pe-
{ition from certain proprietors asking that the town of No-
tre-Dame-de-Graces be annexed to the City of Montreal and
communicating to them, besides, a resolation passed by the
Annexation Committee by which the members of the Mu-
nicipal Council of Notre-Dame-de-Graces, were invited to
come to the City Hall, at three o’clock in the afternoon,
the 6th of November instant, to meet with the Anuexation
Committee of Montreal;

(e) A letter from the asst.-secretary treasurer of the town
of Notre-Dame-de-Graces, dated the 1st November 1907,
sent to the secretary of the Annexation Committee of
Montreal, acknowledging the receipt of the letter he had
sent to the secretary-treasurer and 1o the mayor of the
town of Notre-Dame-de-Graces, dated the 30th of October
1907, and informing him that the said letter would be sub-
mitted to the Council of the Municipality on Monday, the
4th of November instant; §

(f) Extract from the minutes of two meetings of the An-
nexation Committee, one of which dated the 6th and the
other dated the Tth of November instant, concerning the
annexation of Notre-Dame-de-Graces.

Therefore, after having examined the above documents,
we are of opinion that up to date, the nrocedure taken by
your Committee for the annexation of the town of Notre-
Dame-de-Graces, s in conformity with the' provisions of
the City charter and of the different laws amending same.
