
ARTICLE 22.* PROCEDURAL ARNUDT

1. At the preparatory meeting held pursuant to Article 21
the Contracting Parties shall prepare and adopt by consensus
Rules of Procedure and Financial Rules. The Contracting Parties
shall establish in particular and in accordance with the Rules
of Procedure:

(i) guidelines regarding the for. and structure of the
reports to be submitted pursuant te Article 5;

dîi) 'a date for the submission of such reports;

(iii) the process for reviewing such reports;

2. At review meetings the Contracting Parties may,îf
riecessary, review the arrangements established pursuant te sub-
paragraphe (il -(iii>above, and adopt revisions by consensus
unies. otherwise provided for in the Rules of Procedure. They my
aise amend the Rules of Procedure and the Financial Rules, by
consensus.

ARTICLE 23. EXTE&RAMNART unTZNGD

behl-An extraordinary meeting of thc Contracting Parties shall

() if so agreed by a majority of the Contracting Parties
present and votîng at a meeting,abstentions being
considered as voting; or

(ii) at the vritten request of a Contracting Party, within six
months cf this requcst having been coimunicated te the
Contracting Parties andi notif ication having been
received by the secretariat referred te in Article 28,
that the request ha. been supported by a mai ority of the
Contracting Parties.

ARITCLE 24.* ATTMMANCE

1. Each Contracting Party shall attend meetings of the
Contracting Parties and be rcpresented at such meetings by onc
delegate, and by auch alternates, experts and ad'visers as it
deems neceusary.

2. The Contracting Parties may invite, by consensus, any
intergovernmenta2. organization which is competent in respect of
mattera governed by thià Convention to attend, as an observer&,
any meeting, or specif±c sessions thereof. Observera shall be
required to accept in writing, and in advance, thc provisions cf
Article 27.
