SMALL BUSINESS AND FISHERIES IMPROVEMENT
LOANS-REQUEST FOR UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE

MOTION UNDER S.0 43

Mr. Jack Marshall (Humber-St. George's-St. Barbe): Mr.
Speaker, I ask the unanimous consent of the House to
propose a motion under Standing Order 43 in a case of
urgent necessity.

The latest reports concerning small business loans and
fisheries improvernent loans reflect a dereliction of the
duty of Canadian banks to support the government by
injecting impetus into the small business sector of the
Canadian econorny. In spite of the extra effort required of
Canadian banks to increase this support, the figures dis-
closed indicate a reduction in the number of loans granted
and in the amounts granted. Further indications are that
Canadian banks are steering applicants away from gov-
ernrnent guaranteed boans at preferred rates of înterest in
order to take advantage of the higher conventional bank
rates.
