WASHINGTON, Sept. 22.—John Mor-
ris, chairman of the committee on pa-
per of the American Newspaper Pub-
lishers’ Assoclation, to-day Issued a
statement showing that the defeat in
Canada. of the reciprocity agreement
has expanded the free zone for pulps
and papers so as to include all of the
favored nations.
