Offices Not Crowded.

As to the question of too large a
staff, the mayor said in part: ‘“There
s not one méan who: is not wanted.
The commission finds it nécessary, in
order to run the business;properly, to
use every. care, for instance, to get the
exact ‘cost unit, and to take care ‘ac-

curately and’ expéditiously -of all the

bookkeeping.. The g¢omptroller, far
from- agreeing “with theé auditor, em-
phatically @disagrees with him in these
two statements, and the commission,
knowing the business thoroly, agrees
with the combptroller.” 1

Porte Intends to Carry Out Re-
forms in Macedonia in Its
Own Way—*“Criminal Out-
rages by Agitators” : Have
Prevented Progress Thus
Far.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 14.—(Can.
Press.)—In its reply to the powers to-
day, declining to allow any foreign in-
tervention in the matter of reforms in
Macedonia, the Turkish Government
contends that one of the chief causes
which have :hindered the. various - at-
tempts to ameliorate the internal sit-
uation in the Macedonia provinces ts
the state of insecurity brought about
by *“‘eriminal outrages ‘of all kinds
committed by agitators.” J

Turkey’'sfrepiy, which was handed to
the Austro-Hungérian ambassador,
thanks the European powers for their
friendly interest, but declares glmt;
Turkey is determined to carry out tug
reforms without interference,

It protests that the Porte has been
actuated by the same humanitarian
and peaceful intentions.as the powers.
It hints that many supulatim_xs of the
Berlin treaty have been put into exe-

ter or the spirit which dictated them
and that the Ottoman interests have
been ~previously injured. Tt rejterates
that -the Rumelian reform:scheme of
1880 would have been scrupolously ap-
plied as soon as it was passed by the
Turkish Parliament. :

Finaliy the reply declarés t‘gat it
would be unjust to infer from ‘tormer
negligences and evasions, which were
mA:Tn: or leés systematic and inher_c:n
in another regime, that the constitu-
tional empire today would not be ca-
pable of breaking away definitely
from the eérrors of the past and see‘.f-
ing only to apply measures compatibie
with -the well-understoed - interests of
the country and the peoples themselves.

the board of control.

The present fair ‘wage officer, he
said, was merely a law student in the
office of the city solicitor and knew
nothing of the conditions' of labor. He
was under obligations to do his regu-
lar work and then he could devote
the remainder of his time to his addi-
tional duties, for which he was paid a
salary of $600 a year. A fair wage
officer of this sort was absolutely of
no value to the labor men. ;

Controller Church agreed with this
contention. It was merely making a
farce of the position, he said. The
controller urged that a labor man be

put in the position who understaod:

labor conditions and wages and who
would have the confidence of the work-
ing men of the eity.

After a lengthy discussion the by-
law was defeated by 11 to 10.
