Of Course John Chariton, M.P., Whose Lumber Interests Are
in the United States, Was on Deck, Backed by Mr. W. C.
Edwards, M.P., of the Ottawa Valley, to Oppose the Resolu-
tion Moved by Ald.-Scott, Seconded by Mr. John Bertram,
But the Member for Michigan Was Voted Down—There Was
Some Hot Talk Among the Lumbermen—Canada Can Look
After Herself and Secure Better Markets Than Those of

Uncle Sam.

The present condition of the lum.ber
trade is a source of much speculation

to those engaged in the business, and,
in order to find out where they are at,
a very large gathering of lumbermen
took place in the Board of Tradg b.uild-
ing yesterday, in response to a circu-
lar sent out a few days ago by the
secretary of the Board. Both the Ot-
tawa Valley and the Georgian —Bay
districts were well representéd.

In his opening remarks, the chairman
eaid he could not understand why he
had been asked to take the chair, unless
it was because he had paid for some
experience in the lumberp business. Jie
explained that the meeting had been
called for the purpose of seeing what
steps should be taken by the Govern-
ment in respect to the export duty «<n
logs and an dmport duty on lumber.

To Restric: the Export.

In order to obtain the views of those

resent, Ald. John Scott moved aud

ir. John Bertram seconded the follow-
ing resolution:

““That, whereas the Government of
the United States has imposed an im-
port duty of $2 per thousand feet on
sawn lumber, has inade special provision
in' the tariff that a still higher,K impo:t
duty may in a certain event be imposed
on sawn lumber, that Government has
not imposed an import duty on sawlogs;
and, whereas by the present Canadian
tariff sawn lumber is admitted into Can-
ada free of duty, and the said Canadian
tariff permits the export of sawlogs free
of duty, the effect of such tariff ar-
rangements is highly injurious to the

true interests of the owners of sawmills |

in Canada, the Canadian workmen and
Canadians generally, as tending to
transfer the sawing of lumber from Can-
ada to the United States; be it there-
fore

“Resolved, That in the opinion of this
meeting the exportation of sawlegs
should be restricted, and, with that ob-
ject in view, the Government of the
Province of Ontario be requested to so
amend the pine timber regulatioms that
all pine timber cut under license in the
Provinee of Ontario shall be manufac-
tured in Canada.”

In speaking to his resolution, Ald.
Scott said that he was pleased the
Ontario Government had inserted 2
clanse in the regulations governing the
sale vesterday providing that the tim-
ber should be manufactured in Canada
and those who purchased limits lid
&0 on this understanding. Mr. Seott
went on to argue that there is not a
change made in the American tariff
that is not done with the view of crush-
ing Canada, and contended that if Cana-
dians do not assert their rights the
business will gradually grow worse.

Mr. John Bertram also gave many

reasons why the resolution should caxry. |

Agatnst an Export Dnrty,

Then up rose the mighty forees from
the Ottawa Valley, nearly all of whom
are opposed to an export dutv on logs.
The onslaught was led by W. ¢. Ed-
wards, who claimed that the agitation
for an export duty arose in
Ontario, and he did not think it would
be fair for the Government to be influ-
enced by the action of the present meet-
ing, as the whole province was not ve-
mesented. 1le was strongly opposed to
the resolation, gs if he: went to the
United States and hought under @rtain
conditions certain properties it would be
a4 crime for the Government to make

property out as he pleased. He "hoped
1!1(- day would never come when he
Government would pass such a reguli-
tion as was asked for in the resolutim.
He considered it would strike a deadly
blow to Canada.

Mr. Charlton's Opposition.
Jdohn Charlten, M.P., also oppused the

Western |

resolution, saying that its adoption would
result disastrously. To prohibit the ex-
port of saw logs may have the pffoct
of Congress taking action to prohibit the
import of lumber into the United States.
He contended that the question was a
business one, and sentiment should be
dismissed, and that it should be dealt
with on broad principles. He advocated
the matter being left over for some time,
and, in order to get the sense of the
lowing amendment, seconded by Mrs
Campbell:

“That, in the opinion of this meeting,
action upon the question of imposing
export duties, or of prohibiting the ex-
pert of saw logs, should be deferred till
after the next meeting of the Amerizan
Congress, in view of the possibility of
securing a more satisfactory adjustment
of the American lumber duties.”

Respect American Rights.

Mr. Charlton contended that the On-
tario Government had no right to do
what the original resolution demanded,
save when the sale was taking place,
He claimed that the Americans who
bought limits on the understanding that
they could tow logs from Canada at
their pleasure had rights which the
country was bound to observe. He was
satisfied that if Canada prohibited the
exportation of iogs the United States
would prohibit the importation of lum-

“Let them do it,” came from a dozen
voices.

“l don’t say no export duty:should
be imposed,” continded “Mr. Charlton,
“but I think delay should be counselled.”

D;‘- Spohn favored the resolution and
reminded Mr. Edwards that he had ap-
pealed too much to sentiment. No sym-
pathy had Dr. Spohn for American own-
ers of timber lands in Canada. He said
they bought their limits knowing very
well the restrictions which might be im-
posed by the Government. Ontaric
people. said he, knew their own inter-
ests and he was confident thatyegulations
woulll bé enforced so that §Canadian
logs must be manufactured in Canada.

;Mr. E. W. Rathbun, in a short speech,
in which he supported the first resoiu-
tion, said that it was only. a matter of
time when there wouird not be enough
pine to support the country’s industry,
and contended that the issue to be
taken was: Have we any pine to spare
from our own industrial interests? He
h‘old that an export duty was not retalia-
tion. It was simply a return to a prin-
ciple which was temporarily dropped in
return for a $1 duty. He next pointed
out how it.was necessary in the interest
of all the investments made in the coun-
try on the stréngth of the timber re-
sources,. in the vital interests of ihe
towns and villages and farmers of the
province, that the industry should be
protected.
Reached a Crisis.

Mr. Beck felt that the lumber trade
had reached a erisis. As a mill owner
he contended that the effect of the Ding-
ley tariif would be to shut up the saw
mills of Ontario. He was one of those
v ho proposed the holding of this meet-
irg, and he felt that the time had ar-
rived for the formation of a strong as-
sociation of lumbermen. If he had no
mills and only limits he might think
differently on the whole question. Never-
theless he thought that in the interest
of the whole country at large the forest
produets should be manufactured here.
He declared that the new tariff of the
United States was a most shameful ar-
fair, and he felt like getting back at
them. If England would only consent
to put a duty oa grain in favor of the
colonies then he would say she .is a
gcod mother. He made. the statement
that there is more lumber shipped from
the United States to England and other
countries than is shipped into the United
States from Canada, and gmld see no
reason why Canada should not secure
a large portion of that trade.

Galt, Aug. 19.—(Special to The World.)
—Day by day the mystery of the Emma
Orr murder is apparently being cleared
up. Day by day the chain- of circum-
stantial evidence connecting James Ali-
son, the hired boy, with the murd4r
grows stronger. Although the evidence
at the adjourmed inquest to-day was
not as startling as was generally ex-
pected it would be, it certainty strength-
ered the case against the boy, and there
is but little doubt that when the inquest
is concluded to-day he will be committed
for trial,

Alex. Allisen Took a Fit.

The excitement over the case. -was
heightemed' by a Tumor set afloat dur-
ing the afternoon that Alexander Alli-
son, the father of the prisoner, had at-
tempted to commit suicide by taking
‘strychnine, as he manifested symptoms
of acutée poisoning. The doctor who
was called, after administering mor-
pkine, concluded that no poison had
been taken, but that the man bad only
taken a violent fit, brought on, 'no
doubt, by worry over the awful position
his son has been placed in

The Spade Was Found.

The bulk of the evidence has been
taken, and it is generally admitted that
it is sufficient to warrant the jury in
conimitting the boy for trial. _'l‘he sen-
sation of the day was the hnglmg of the
spade with which the grave in t:he corn
patch was dug. It was folind this morn-
ing by an old man named Anthony Mar-
shall seereted under a feed box in the
passage way between the horse stable
and the cow stable. On cldse exam-

ination a number of hairs were found |

on it, and these were found to be iden-
tfvcnlt’with the woman's hair. Dark,
reddish spots were also discovered on
the spade, and the soil that clung to it
was of the same sandy nature as ithe
soil in the corn patch.
rrisoner Remanded Till Monday.

The prisoner was brought before
Magistrate Turnbull this morning a‘l‘ld
remanded until Monday at 11 a.n. The
charge against him is preferred by Chief
Ahearn, and states ‘“That he hath just
cause to suspect and believe, and doth
ssupect and believe, that James A,
Allison of the Township of North Dum-
fries, jn the County of Waterloo, farm
servaht, within the space of one month
last past, to wit, on the 9th day of
August, 1897, at the Township of North
Dumfries, in the County of ‘Waterloo
aforesaid, did feloniously, w\'*ilfully and
of his malice aforethought, kill and mur-
der on¢ Emma Orr.”

Wants New Clothes for the Boy.

John R. Blake, counsel for the prison-
er, asked permission to have the boy’s
hair cut and to provide him with better
clothes, as the newspapers were coll-
menting upon his personal appearance.
He also made complaint of the cells
in which Allison is detained and Magis-
trate Turnbull agreed with him that
they were unfit to keep any yvhlte man
in. It was decided to take him to Ber-
lin, and he was accordingly taken there
by _High Constable Klippert after the
inquest to-day. He will be brought
back to Galt to-mgrrow to be present at
the inguest.

The inquest was resumed at 1 o’clock
to-day. The council chamber was ag:iin
crowded with townspeople and’ farmers,
showing that interest in the ‘Mmystery
is still at fever heat.
