It looks as if the cold storage system 

were going to introduce a revolution in 
fruit traffic with Great Britain. 

We are told by the Government officers 
at Ottawa that a lot of 267 barrels of 
apples, recently carried by cold storage 
■to Glasgow, averaged $4-50 per barrel 
in that market At the same time a 
lot of 325 barrels, shipped1 under the 
old system , to Liverpool, without cold 
storage, realized only $2 per barrel. The 
apples were taken from the same stock, 
and the remarkable difference in the 
prices realized in the two cases is at­
tributed altogether to the cold storage 
system. Of the apples shipped under 
the old system 124 barrels were reported 
as “wet” and 81 barrels as “ slack,” 
while the total shipment under cold 
storage was placed on the market In 
excellent shape. While the general 
adoption of the cold storage system will 
help very much to increase the output 
of our fruit in Great Britain it must 
not be forgotten that the original selec­
tion and packing of the fruit is a mat­
ter of even more importance. No sys­
tem of storage yet devised will preserve 
fruit that has been picked when too 
ripe, nor can two grades of fruit be 
mixed in the same package» without de­
creasing the value of each. Our fruit 
producers mfist study the methods of 
packing and grading fruit, and they 
must avoid the many species of fraud 
that characterizes the fruit trade. Cold 
storage facilities having been provided 
on the steamships and at various cen­
tral points throughout the country, it. 
only remains that both the Federal and 
Provincial Governments should inaugu­
rate some system, of teaching the fruit­
grower how to prepare his stuff for the 
market.

that cannot support one-half of those 
now in it. The World has within a few 
days come across a number of instances 
of lawyers forced to Hre by their wits, 
and their wits suggested nothing better 
than abusing the confidence of former 
clients. One young solicitor had been 
entrusted with some confidential busi­
ness by a firm in this city and in that 
way got to- a knowledge of the firm's 
methods and profits; when he found 
himself in desperate financial straits he 
sought to organize a rival concern to 
grab the limited profits of his one-time 
clients, and at last offered to sell cut for 
a,consideration to the firm that had for­
merly employed him and had given him 
an insight to the'r business.

Here is another case: A citizen had 
a small transaction with a farmer in the 
shape of a running account of $20 to 
$30 a year. The citizen and farmer 
could have got along for years without 
litigation. But the farmer happened to 
go to a young lawyer, and before le 
knew where he was he was involved in 
a bill of costs. While he was on terms 
of intimacy with the lawyer, the latter 
got his confidence, found out about the 
farmer’s deal with the citizen, apd pro­
ceeded to garnish for hie account. 
The citizen had to pay the money, and 
costs as well; bad bicod was engendered 
between himself and the farmer, and 
their business relations came to an end. 
Had the lawyer-adventurer not got in 
between them they would have gone on 
in a business way for years.

Many similar instances and some 
orach. more criminal instances of mis­
conduct of lawyers could be given, ail 
having their origin in a desperate strug­
gle for existence. There are far too 
many lawyers trying to live by the law; 
others are only barely succeeding by a 
questionable use of their wits and at the 
expense of the public.

It would be much better for the public 
and for the lawyers if there were three 
lawyers where there are now thirty, 
and that being the ease we do not cee 
why the fanners of the country did not 
bring such pressure on the legislature 
as would greatly reduce the output. If 
the law schools and the law examina­
tions were shut up for ten years a pub­
lic benefit would be conferred.

In the meantime, if yon happen to be 
a lawyer without sufficient patronage 
to keep you going, get out of law and 
into business- Turn farmer or miner. 
Go to the Klondike or to Rainy River. 
But get out of law. And if you are a 
father and have a boy who wants to 
be a lawyer take Punch's advice, and 
Don’t.

SIB WILFRID S BANQUET SPEECH.

“A zollverein means in the very na­
ture of things, protection—a tax upon 
imports of some kind, and at this mo­
ment I would not be prepared to fall 
in with such a proposal. No, no; a 
zollverein must mean protection, and 
protection is the greatest of all mis­
takes. Yes, I am quite convinced of 
that—quite convinced—protection is the 
greatest of all mistakes.”

Such was the argument used by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier in Great Britain when 
he was asked liis opinion on Mr. 
Chamberlain’s proposal of preferential 
trade. He did not believe-in the zoll­
verein idea, and consequently he mode 
no advances in the direction of accept­
ing the Colonial Secretary's offer of 
prferential trade for the colonies in the 
British markets. He rather repulsed 
Mr. Chamberlain, so much so in fact 
that the Colonial Secretary said lie 
would not thereafter again touch the 
question of preferential trade even with 
a pair of tongs.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier was opposed to 
the zollverein idea while in Greet Brit­
ain, and he gave his reasons for his 
attitude on that question. There could 
be no mistaking his position.

At the banquet in his honor last night 
he took an opportunity in the earliest 
part of his speech to explain his posi­
tion on the same question to a Canadian 
audience. He said he desired to answer 
the charges that had been repeatedly 
made in the press in regard to his fail­
ure to ask, while in England, for pre­
ferential treatment for Canada, 
explanation wh’ch he gave of his con­
duct last night was altogether different 
from that which he gave while in Eng­
land.

The business men of Toronto were 
surprised to learn that the reason why 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier did not ask for a 
preference for Canadian products in the 
British markets was because he could 
not have obtained it if he did ask; could 
not, in fact, have even secured the de­
nunciation of the German and Belgian 
treaties. S r Wilfrid did not state last 
night that he objected to the zollverein 
because it was vicious in principle, as 
he had done in England.

Not at all. He went so far as to ad­
mit that a preference for Canadian 
products in the British markets was a 
desirable thing. He said the denuueia 
tion of the treaties had now made a 
policy of preferential treatment possible.

“There is nothing now in the way. 
The ground is ready for discussion, and 
it can be discussed with the hope of ob­
taining some satisfactory so'ution of the 
problem.”

Sir Wilfrid, in fact, is in favor of .the 
zollverein idea which he so roundly de­
nounced in Great Britain, and it looks 
as if he is going to adopt preferential 
treatment for Canada as a part of his 
policy. Sir Wilfrid is apparently a close 
reader of The World, and he has pro­
fited by the argumenta set out in its
columns. ______

In the meantime, until we secure an 
actual preference in the British markets, 
we must ourselves create a preference 
for Canadian products. That preference 
is to be secured by cheapening the cost 
of transportation, and this is to be ef­
fected by improving the St. Lawrence 
system of navigation. It is .hard to see 
how Canadian products will receive a 
preference in this respect, because the 
United States can use the same route 
for exporting its products to Great Brit­
ain. Just where the preference comes 
in is not apparent, but, such as it is, 
Sir Wilfrid freely offered it last night 
to the citizens of Toronto, in lieu of 
the preferential treatment he had spurn­
ed while in Great Britain.

An important statement made by the 
Premier was his announcement that the 
firm of Petersen, Tate & Co. had made 
the necessary deposit in connection with 
the fast Atlantic service, which would 
consequently be an established fact in 
two years, or three at the farthest. Sir 
Wilfrid is very optimistic of the future 
of the proposed new line. He thinks it 
will attract not only the great bulk of 
the Canadian passenger traffic, but that 
of the United States as welL The fact 
that the route will involve only four 
days at sea will commend it to the 
traveling public.

Sir Wilfrid made a statement which 
pleased his audience-very much. He has 
apparently decided to go on no more 
begging missions to Washington. In fu­
ture negotiations with the United States 
he said he would not seek to purchase 
their trade at the expense of the dig­
nity and honor of the Canadian nation. 
This announcement elicited great ap­
plause. The audience seemed to believe 
that Sir Wilfrid’s conversion is serious, 
and that he will humiliate the country 
no longer by begging for favors at 
Washington. He stated plainly that the 
policy of the Government towards the 
United States would be to treat them 
as they treat us. In brief, he prom­
ises that the Government’s American 
policy will be an eye for an eye and a 
tooth for a tooth.

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$21,500 WORTHAN AMERICAN VIEW OF TEE PREFER­
ENCE.

Mr. Andrew Oarnegie, the well-kno wn 
iron and steel baron of the United 
States, is the author of an article in 
the current number of The North Ameri­
can Review on “Some Important Results 
of the Jubilee.” He makes the state­
ment that Canada's preferential tariff 
is the outcome of the United States’ re­
fusal to negotiate a reciprocity treaty 
with the Dominion. Canada, he says, 
had been “begging” at Washington for 
reciprocal tariff laws with the United 
States, and having been “repulsed” the 
Laurier Government initiated preferen­
tial tariff with Great Britain as a coun­
ter-demonstration. According to Mr. Car­
negie's view of it the Canadian Govern­
ment did not offer preferential treatment 
to the United States, because at that 
time it hadn't authority to offer it. If 
Canada last year enjoyed the commercial 
autonomy that it now possesses or will 
possess when the German and Belgian 
treaties are terminated, “it is probable,” 
says Mr. Carnegie, “that an adjustment 
between the two countries would have 
taken place, and nothing would have 
.been heard of the present law, which 
affords preferential treatment to the °* DmnI Canada's promihgn 
manufacturers of Great Britain.” Mr. ters> lawyers, politicians and 
Carnegie almost insinuates that Sir Wil­
frid Laurier has been using Great Brit­
ain as a cat’s paw to secure his long- 
cherished desire of a closer trade rela­
tionship with the United States. He 
claims that Canada has now commer­
cial autonomy. “Canada is now in a 
position to visit Washington and propose 
a change from preference given to the 
British to preference given to the Am­
erican product,” and “when next Can­
ada appears at Washington, and it will 
not be long till then, she will 
have something to trade with.” 
is soon to find “that this preferential 
idea in the case of Canada is a two- 
edged sword which can be used to cut 
the United States slightly now and 
Britain seriously by and by.” Mr. Car­
negie proceeds to show that the United 
States has never discriminated against 
Canada, while Canada will soon exact 
twenty-five per cent; higher duties on 
United States than on English products.
This is a grave step, and he calls cn 
the United States Government to meet 
it with retaliatory legislation. “Are we 
meekly to suffer our products,” says he,
‘tto be discriminated (against by our 
neighbor, while we accord her equality?
The proper response would prob­
ably be to prohibit Canadian im­
ports passing through the United 
States territory in bondi and a 
law adding to the duties upon Cana­
dian imports into the United States a 
percentage equal to any preference given 
by Canada to British manufactures. At 
present the manufactures of Great Brit­
ain pass through Maine into Canada 
paying twenty-five per cent, less than 
similar articles passing from the United 
States direct into Canada. President 
McKinley may be safely trusted to con­
sider this new attack, and to take the 
necessary steps to repel it. In electing 
to ally herself commercially with a Eu­
ropean nation instead of with her neign- 
bor upon her own continent, Canada 
has made a grave mistake. Least of 
all nations can she afford to inaugurate 
a war of tariffs with her natural ally, 
to whom she must gravitate if she would 
not decay.”
