Difficulties in Way of Extending Elec-
tric Line Thru Etobicoke
Township.

RAILWAY AND COUNCILLORS MEET.

But Their Conference Was Fruitiess
-Negotiations Blocked By Right
of Way to Cross Humber,

Toronto Junction, Aug. 21.—There
are still a few difficulties in the way
of the Suburban Electric Radlway
Company extending their {line thru
Etobicoke Township ‘this fali. On
Monday @ meeting of representatives
of the Railway Company and the
Township Council was held at Isling-
ton, and altho a very lengthy meeting,
lasting long into the night, nothing
was done beyond merely discussing
the matter. The Council desired the
Railway Company to run the line on
the north side of Dundas-street, whilst
the plans of the engineer showed that
it was better to construct it on the
south side. Neither side would con-
cede a point, and the question was
left undeciued. The councillors inet
(Wednesday by themselves to again
consider the matter, and they con-
| cluded to allow the engineer’'s pians to
(govern,¥ so that the road will be run
|on the south side of the street, There
,is no diifficulty in regard to crossing
ithe Etobicoke at Islington, but ne-
gotiations are still blocked by the right
of way to cross the Humber at Lamb-
ton Mills. The Council want the comn-
pany to busy the right of way and
build a bridge of their own. The com-
pany is not yet negotiated with the
land owners as to the cost of the night
of way, and the charter calls for the
right over the traveled highway.

‘The present bridge is not wide
enough, nor strong enough to build a
track upon. Indeed it will soon have
to be replaced for vehicuiar traffic
| alone- It is possible an arrangement
may be arrived at by which the County
Council and the Suburban Railway
Company may build a steel bridge to
accommodate the railway and the
ordinary trafficc In any event the
County Couneil has not yet been dealt,

Many Special Trains.

Ten of these long trains slowly
passed out of the Union Station Thurs-
day. The passengers crowded the win-
dows and hung on to the steps. Every
window held from one to two faces.
8o heavy has been the demand for
cars that the Grand Trunk has called
upon the C.P.R. for equipment, and
many of the trains are mixed with
the equipment of both companies. All
the excursionists carry huge Ilunch
baskets with a plentiful supply of
food. Three to four days will be re-
quired for most of them to reach their
destination. To make the journey
more comfortable many have supplied
themselves with blankets and beading.
Those who expect to remain carry a
large quantity of baggage and fireight.
While the cars are horribly over-
crowded, hot and dusty, there is a
rough and ready comfort about the
| passengers that is reassuring. They
|are evidently prepared to wrestle with
| ploneer conditions in their new homes
tand be satisfied with things as they
find them.

Some Interesting Problems.

But here are a class: of people who
have probably borne their share of hard
knocks in wresting one farm from a
!ploneer country. They have acquired
{valuable property and raised a family;
|are situated in one of the most de-
{lightful sections of the world, where
|they can have all the comforts moder-
{ate fortune can command. These are
ithe people who are leaving all these
prosperous surroundings for a race
into the wilds of Assiniboia and Sas-
katchewan, to undergo again much of
the hardships they encountered in
i’thelr youth. The enthusiasm of the
|young man leaving home for the first
time to seek his fortune in an un-
known country, where fortune smiles
s0 generously upon all who come armed
with sinew and skill, brawn and brain,
is naturally to be expected,
but the eagerness of the older men—
‘those on the declining side of life,
|—presents another aspect. Yet these
' same men of 50 and 60,gathering around
Toronto’s depot, manifest as much en-
thusiasm a¢ the younger peoplé, and
discuss the approaching journey with
the keenest ipterest. All seem to have
imbibed the same spirit. They are in-
toxicated with the idea of easy acquisi-
tion of valuable.land.

Some Pathetic Pictures.

It is the same old story of fortune
just beyond, conditions always better
further away, over beyond the horizon,
Just where the sky and earth seem to
meet. The wild scramble of some of
the aged people borders on the pathe-
tic, but the illusion appears more fas-
cinating to them than to the younger
element. Some of these excursionists
have already approached the allotted
period of mam's existence,and can,in the

| Colony From Lucknow.
{ A colony of forty farmers from
{around Lucknow were on this special.
| All of these men are middle aged. They
are situated at present in Bruce
County, 20 miles south of Kincardine.
There is no better farming country in
the world, and all of them own farms
there, or did until recently, when many
{of them sold out. Here is the way the
{ Lucknow farmers had their attention
attracted toward the bag of gold lying
af the foot of the rainbow, which has
|its western terminal in Western Assini-
boia—the story is told by Edward Rog-
ers: “I am 56 years old and have lived
|in Bruce County all my life. I own
| a large farm there. I am taking my
|daughter to Moosejaw,Assiniboia, where
my son George has taken up a piece of
land—160 acres. She will take a similar
|claim. I don’t know that I will go there
to live, but I may. A large number of
other Lucknow farmers are going to
Moosejaw to locate, having sold their
farms around Lucknow. ~Last year
{my boy, who is just 21, and William
Boyer of Lucknow went to Moosejaw.
They did not have any money, except a
few dollars. Each took a claim of 160
acres. They broke it on shares, in this
way,; they would work with an adjoin-
ing neighbor’'s team and plow, in return
for being permitted to use the tools on
their own land a little later.
Easily Made a Fortune.

“They worked around and got seed
in this way. This year they are rais-
ing as fine a crop of wheat as you ever
saw. It will run 25 bushels to the
acre. My boy sent me a bottle of the
soil to convince me of the fertility of
his claim. It is very black, and as
rich as any I ever saw. Boyer wrote
his folks that a few weeks ago he was
offered $1400 cash for his piece of land.
This is the same land he took up just
a year ago. It cost him $10 to enter
it at the land office. The boys wrote
these facts to their homes. and the re-
sult is about forty of us are going out.

He 'went
out last year: and tells his experlence
thus: “I went out to Western Mani-
toba last year on the harvest excur-
sion. 1 made $37( and my board dur-
ing the mouth. I worked on a farm.
It was ordinary harvest work, such as
we are used to in Western Ontario, but
the haying is a little different.

As to the Hay Crop.

“The hay is short, and is what they
call, out there, slough grass. It iIs
very heavy and not as good for cattle,
apparently, as- the hay in Ontario, yet
they graze their stock in the winter on
this stuff, and they come out in the
spring fat. After the first month, 1
found such a demand for carpenters
that I bought a saw and a hammer and
went to work on a house at $2.50 a day.
Any man who,can drive a nail straight
can secure employment in the North-
west these days. 1 am going back for
that purpose, and 1 have some too}s.
I never worked at the carpenter’s trace,
put I can earn $2 and $3 a day in the
Northwest easy enough.”

Farmer Ray’s Hopes.

Joseph Ray is a farmer who _resides
just north of Hamilton. He is 55 years
uld and has just sold his farm for $12,-
000. He is en route to Macleod, Al
berta, and has with him five members
of his own family. He has a son there
who wrote him that two years ago he
took up a claim and put it in wheat.
This year, with money obtained as an
advance on his 100 acres of grain, he
has bought two windmills and fifty
head of cattlé. The mills cost him .‘Wfi
each, and they will pump water enougn
for five horses and 100 head of steers,
as well as furnishing the farm house.
There is wind enough the year round
to turn a light mill, and the farmers
there use mills as a convenience, unless
they have running water on their place.

Macleod than he can in Ontario, an
it is certain his son has done better
there than he could have done here.

Owing to the congested nature of the
Irish Sea the neighborhood of Liver-
pool is dangerous, as is also naviga-
tion of the Gulf of St. Lawrence. On
account of ice and fog and snow, the
Gulf is objectionable in spring end
autumn. Intricate waters also menace
the aoute.

There
would be no immunity from New York
routes owing to the officers running
continuously on' the same route, Run-
