The debate from the government side
has taken a wide departure from the
lines upon which the minister of jus-
tice appealed for the passage  of the
bill.. Mr. Aylesworth’'s chief plea for
federal intervention was the necessity
of providing against disfranchisement
of voters by the over-lapping of federal
and provincial electoral boundaries.
The western .Liberal members who
followed him in support of the bill made
no secret of their hostility to the Mani-
tcha lists in toto, insisting upon it that
the “‘Roblin lists’”’ were altogether bad,
and should not he accepted even as &
basis for the federal franchise. Some
of the pleas put up in defence of this
éxtréme position were palpably ficti-
ticus, yet they indicate the uncompro-
mising attitude of the force that is
pushing the government on to extremes.
“.On the other hand, there appears to
be a disposition on the part of moder-
ates on both sides to arrive at a com-
promise. On the basis of Mr. Ayles-
worth’s declarations this could easily
be effected. There is mo reason why
provision should not be made against
over-lapping of boundaries.
