Except 
from the bookmakers, who had reap­
ed perhaps the richest harvest of their 
lives, there was not a cheer to pro­
claim the victory of the Italian entry.

The only horse considered a pos­
sible winner to secure a place was 
Llangwm, with Maher up. Both Nor­
man III. and Seasick II. started well 
enough and made a running in the 
early part of the race, but soon fell 
Into the ruck.

Slgnorlnetta is the first filly to win 
the blue ribbon since the victory of 
Shotover, In 1882.
