The lull on the British front in the west has been broken by a series
of violent ‘German assaults upon British positions on the Somme between
Ginch and High Wood, a distance of nearly two miles. The enemy came
under the devastating fire of trench mortars and machine guns as well as
the British rifle fire, famous for its effectiveness, and suffered great losses,
for which the gaining of a foothold in the advanced British trenches at
two points was but slight compensation. It was the most ambitious effort
at a counter-attack made by the Germans since the allies’ offensive on the
Semme front began last July, and the results will hardly encourage the

enemy to renew the attempt.

1f Toronto had another hotel, a fine
hotel after th9 manner of the hotels
just across tha line, how much would
it swell the attendance at the Exhi-
bition? There i8 no doubt that at this
time of the year it would be full,
packed, as every other hotel .is
packed,

Known by Its Hotels.

Just as a child is known by its com-
fanions, so o city is known . by its
hotels. Repeatedly it has been re-
pertéd that Americans have crossed
the line to visit the Exhibition in
greater numbers this year than ever
before. What opinion must they
carry away of a city ‘the size of To-
ronto, where they had to go wearily
begging for accommodation from one
hotel to another? Then when they did
get accommodation they got a room
that was not at all the sort to which
they were accustomed,

The extension of the Exhibition de-
pends upon ke extension of the hotels’
provision ior visitors, There is.only
one way to give Toronto better jotel
accommodation and that is by the
eraction of a mew hotel. That hotel
ghould be one that would lend dignity

“Our troops crossed the river near
Carbonara, and stormed the defended
villages of Klog and Hekal under a
heavy artillery fire, Seventy-two pri-
soners, including 40 Austrians and a

“During the night the news of the
occupation of Telpeleni having been
received, the bersaglieri withdrew
again from Monte Gradist, Enemy
aircraft dropped bombs on Proveni
and Lapai without doing damage.”

Altho the above statement says that
a Greek garrison evacuated Telpeleni,
there has never been any " official
information of the occupation of the
town by the Greeks, Early in the war
Greek troops, reported to have been
iregulars, went into the southern por-
tion of Albania and for a time held
Berat, north of Telpeleni. There has
been much diplomatic interchenge over
the rights of both Greece and Italy in
Albania, and especially over the pos-
session of YLAviona. Telpeleni is ap-
proximately 35 miles north and wost
vf the border.of Greece.'
